We have audited the accompanying general purpose financial statements of Housing Authority of the Town of Oil C;ty as of September 30. 1996. and for the year then ended. These general purpose financial statements and the supplemental financial informalJon and supplemental financial information - statutory basis referred to below are the responsibility of the authority's rnanagement. Our resl:)onsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We co=nducted our audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and issued by the Comptroller of the United States, and the provisions of Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-128, "Audits of State and Local Governments". Those standards and OMB Circular A-128 require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion. As discussed in Note 1 to the financial statements, in the current year the authority implemented financial reporting under generally accepted accounting principles and discontinued regulatory basis financial repodJng. In our opinion, the general purpose financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of I-!ousing Authority of the Town of Oil C~ as of September 30, 1996, and the results of its operations for the year then ended in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued a report dated January 23, 1997 on our consideration of Housing Authority of the ]'own of Oil City's internal control structure and a report dated January 23, 1997 on its compliance with laws and regulations. Our audit was made for the purpose of forming an opinion on the general purpose financial statements taken as a whole. The accompanying financial information listed as supplemental financial information and supplemental financial information - statutory basis in the table of contents is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a required part of the financial statements of Housing Authority of the Town of Oil City. Such information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the general purpose financial statements and, in our opinion, is fairly presented in all material respects in relation to the financial statements taken as a whole. As described in Note 1, the supplemental financial information - statutory basis was prepared in conformity with the accounting practices prescribed by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, which is a comprehensive basis of accounting other than generally accepted accounting principles. Such supplemental financial information -- statutory basis has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the general purpose statements and, in our opinion, is fairly presented in all material respects in conformity with the comprehensive basis of accounting described in Note 1.

During the year ended September 30, 1996, Housing Authority of the Town of Oil City expended 100 percent of its tota federal fTnancial assistance under major federal financial assistance programs. We performed tests of controls, as required by OMB Circular A-128, to evaluate the effectiveness of the design and operation of internal control structure policies and procedures that we considered relevant to preventing or detecting material noncompliance with specific requirements, general requirements, and requirements governing claims for advances and reimbursements and amounts claimed or used for matching that are applicable to each of the authority's major federal financial assistance programs, which are identified in the accompanying schedule of federal financial assistance. Our procedures were less in scope than would be necessary to render an opinion on these internal control structure policies and procedures. Accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. We noted certain matters involving the internal control structure and its operation that we consider to be reportable conditions under standards established by the Amedcan Institute of Certified Public Accountants. Reportable conditions involve matters coming to our attention relating to significant deficiencies in the design or operation of the internal control structure that, in our judgment, could adversely affect the authodty's ability to administer federal financial assistance programs in accordance with applicable laws and regulations. Our study of the authority's internal control structure disclosed a reportable condition in internal controls relating to segregation of duties. Due to its limited size, the entity does not have the personnel to adequately separate the internal accounting control duties. The segregation of duties is a deci.~;ion that must be made by management on a cost-benefit basis. Management must determine ifthe costs of implementing an adequate internal control system will outweigh the benefits derived from such a system. This reportable condition is inherent in all small entities, and should not be construed as a failure in proper management. We concur with management's opinion that the costs incurred to implement an adequate internal control system would exceed the benefits derived from such a system. Consequently, this should not be considered a controlled audit finding. Our study of the authority's internal control structure and its operation disclosed a reportable condition relating to tenant files which is disclosed in the accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs.

NOTE.._~I. - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES A. _Organization. The entity is chartered as a public corporation for the purpose of administering housing programs for low income families. Under the United States Housing Act of 1937, as amended, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has direct responsibility for administering low income housing programs in the United States. Accordingly, HUD has contracted with the entity to ~dminister certain HUD funds. B. Financial repo~i_~g The financial reporting policies of the entity conform to generally accepted accounting principles. Specific accountinq policies. The following is a summary of significant accounting policies

Financial reporting_enttil.ty. The entity is a public corporation, legally separate and fiscally independent. As required by generally accepted accounting principles, these financial statements present the financial position and results; of operations of Housing Authority of the Town of Oil City, a primary government. There are no component units to be included herewith, but this report does include all funds, account groups, and programs which are controlled by the entity's governing body. Fund accoun i~. The accounts of the entity are organized on the basis of funds or account groups, each of which is considered to be a separate accounting unit. The operations of each fund are reported as a separate set of seJf-baJancJn.g accounts which are compdsed of each fund's assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenues, and expenditures or expenses, as appropdate. Resources are allocated to and for individual funds based upon the purposes for which they are to be spent and the means by which spending activities are controlled. The various funds are grouped, in the financial statements in this report, into one generic fund type (governmental) and the following broad fund categories: Governmental Fund Trees _Special revenue fund - The special revenue funds are used to account for specific revenue sources (other than major capital projects) that are legally restricted to expenditures for specified purposes. Deb_t service funcl - The debt service fund is used to account for the accumulation of resources for and the payment of, general long-term principal, interest, and related costs. _Capital projects fund - The capital projects fund is used to account for financial resources to be used for the acquisition, construction, and major renovation of major capital facilities. Special reporlJng treatment is also applied in governmental funds when prepaid items are present to indicate that they do not represent "available spendable resources", even though they are a component of net current assets. Such amounts are offset by fund balance reserve accounts. The accounting and reporting treatment applied to fixed assets and long-term liabilities associated with a fund are determined by its measurement focus. All governmental fund types are accounted for on a spending "financial flow" measurement focus. This means that only current assets and current liabilities are generally included on their balance sheets. Their reported fund balance (net current assets) is considered a measure of "available spendable resources". Governmental fund operating statements present increases (revenues and other financing sources) and decreases (expenditures and other financing uses) in net current assets. Accordingly, they are said to present a summary of sources and uses of "available spending resources" during a period.

The entity provides pension benefits for all of its full--time employees through a defined contribution plan. In a defined contribution plan, benefits depend solely on amounts contributed to the plan, plus investment earnings. Employees are eligible to participate after a six month exclusionary period. The entity contributes 8% of the employee's base salary each month. The entity's contributions for each employee (and interest allocated to the employee's account) are vested 20% annually for each year of participation. An employee is fully vested after 5 years of participation. The entity's total payroll in fiscal year ended September 30, 1996 was $38,754.36. The entity's contributions were calculated using the base salary amount of $36,117.00. Contributions to the plan were $2,889.36. NOTE ~. - CONTINGENCIES The entity is subject to possible examinations made by federal regulators who determine compliance with terms, conditions, laws and regulations governing grants given to the entity in the current and prior years. These examinations may result in required refunds by the entity to federal grantors and/or program beneficiaries.
