The allowance is an amount that management believes will be adequate to absorb possible losses on existing loans that may become uncollectible, based on evaluations of the collectibility of loans.

(NHSNO) is a private, locally funded, nonprofit 501(c)(3) corporation which works to revitalize declining neighborhoods and provide affordable housing opportunities. BHSNO is based on the idea that a partnership oF local residents, financial institutions, businesses, and local government working together can stop decline, promote reinvestment, restore pride and confidence, re-establish a sense of neighborhood self- reliance in the NHSNO neighborhoods and the broader community. 
NOTE 2 - Summa r~t_o~ Si Basis of Presentatio~ The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in accordance with generally accepted acceunting principles. Net assets and revenues, exl)enses, gains, and losses are classified based on the existence or absence of donor-imposed restrictions. For all of the internal control structure categories listed above, we obtained an understanding of the design of relevant policies and procedures and determined whether they have been placed in operation, and we assessed control risk. During the year ended December 31, 1996, Neighborhood Housing Service of Hew Orleans, Inc. expended 76 percent (76%) of its total federal awards under the Community Development Block Grant major program. We performed tests of controls, as required by OMB Circular A-133, to evaluate the effectiveness of the design and operation of internal control structure policies and procedures that we considered relevant to preventing or detecting material noncompliance with specific requirements, general requirements, and requirements governing claims for advances and reimbursements and amounts claimed or used for matching that are applicable to the major program which is identified in the accompanying Schedule of Federal Awards. Our procedures were less in scope than would be necessary to render an opinion on these internal control structure policies and procedure3. Accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. Our consideration of the internal control structure policies and procedures used in administering federal awards would not necessarily disclose all matters in the internal control structure that might constitute material weaknesses under standards established by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants. A material weakness is a reportable condition in which the design or operation of one or more of the internal control structure elements does not reduce to a relatively low level the risk that noncompliance with laws and regulations that would be material to a federal award program may occur and not be detected within a timely period by employees in the normal course of performing their assigned functions. We noted no matters involving the internal control structure and its operations that we considered to be a material weakness as defined above.
