Organ~ation Central Louisiana Area Health Education Center Foundation ("CLAHEC") is a Louisiana non-profit corporation chartered on January 6, 1992. Its purpose is to operate an area health education center in Central Louisiana in order to plan for additional clinical education opportunities in rural and underserved communities. CLAHEC is exempt from Federal Income Tax under provisions described in Section 501(e)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Fund Accounting The accounting policies of CLAHEC conform to generally accepted accounting principles as applicable to non-profit organizations. C1,AIIEC reports its financial statements in accordance Accountants' Statement of Position 78-10, '_'Accountin~ with the American Institute of Certified Public PrinciNes and Reoortin~ Practices for Certain N.N_onprofit Organizations." Under the terms of that Statem resources over which the governing board has control. ent, the operating fund is used to account for a Restricted fired balances represent resources currently available for use, but expendable only for these operating purposes specified by the Grantor or Donor. Resources of this type originate from grants, contracts, donations and interest income earned on restricted funds. It is CLAHEC's policy to report all such revenues as unrestricted if the restrictions are met in the reporting period. Revenue and Exnenses Support for CLAHEC is provided by Louisiana State University and Agricultural and Mechanical College acting on behalf of the Louisiana State University Medical Center (LSUMC). LSUMC has been awarded grants by the Federal Government and the State of Louisiana and has contracted with CLAHEC to provide the services required by these Grants. 
Expenditures are to be made in accordance with a budget which has been adopted and made a part of the contractual agreement with LSUMC. CLAttEC is to be reimbursed by LSUMC for costs incurred in carrying out the provisions of the agreements. ~quipment The cost of office furniture and equipment was not capitalized during the initial year of CLAtIEC's grant agreement with LSUMC. According to the contractual agreement between LSUMC and CLAHEC, title to the equipment purchased under the agreement during the fiscal year ending September 30, 1992 shall remain with LSUMC. The cost of office fimfiture and equipment purchased in years subsequent to September 30, 1992 has been capitalized at historical cost. Depreciation of fimfiture and equipment is provided over the estimated useful lives of the respective assets on a straight-line basis. The estimated useful lives of the assets range from six to ten years.

Accordingly, actual results could differ from these estimates. Cash Flow Information For purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows, management considers all short-term investments with a maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents. There was $86,740 of cash or cash equivalents as of June 30, 1998. The organization did not make any cash payments for interest or income taxes during the period ended June 30, 1998. Also there were no financing activities during the period ended June 30, 1998. NOTE2-CONTRACTSUPPORT 
CLAItEC entered into a contract with LSUMC for the period of September 30, 1995 to September 29 1998 for the purpose of fimding the organization as described in Note 1 above. For the period ended June 30, 1998, CLAHEC received contract funding in the amount of $392,148. CLAttEC incurred expenses of $374,884, which included $6,586 for depreciation on office furniture and equipment purchased subsequent to September 30, 1992. NOTE 3 -. EOUIPMENT

CI,AttEC contributed to a SEP-IRA plan for each of its employees for the year ended June 30, 1998. C1.A1 tEC contributed 15% of these individuals' earned income in the period ended June 30, 1998, to the plans. Contributions to the plans for the period ended June 30, 1998, amounted to $15,433. NOTE 5 .- ECONOMIC DEPENDENCY 
CLAHEC receives substantially all of its support from funds provided through grants administered by the Louisiana Slate University and Agricultural and Mechanical College. The grant amounts are appropriated each year by the Federal government and the State of Louisiana. Management is not aware of any actions that will adversely affect the aggregate amount of funds CLAHEC will receive in the next fiscal year. NOTE 6 - LEASES CLAHEC signed a lease agreement on office space for a period of twelve months beginning January 1, 1998, at a monthly rate of $875. Subsequent to signing this agreement, a larger space came available and CLAI IEC signed a two year lease beginning May 1, 1998 for $2,150 per month. CLAI t EC was not released from the former lease until a new tenant was found on September 1, 1998 NOTE 7 - OTHER CONTRACTS AND AGREEMENTS 
CLAttEC has also entered into an agreement with the Department of Veterans Affairs Medical Center in Alexandria, Louisiana for the purpose of establishing a Learning Resource Center whose mission is to provide health care professionals who practice in the underserved and rural areas of CLAttEC's region access to library serviees. CLAHEC's support of the Learning Resource Center is to provide part-time support slaff, equipment, furnishings, and a computer. Any equipment provided by CLAHEC to the Cenler will remain the property of CLAHEC. CLAttEC is also to provide supplies to include books, journals, periodicals, and database searches. 
NOTE 8 TttE CENTRAL LOUISIANA MEDICAL LIBRARY CONSORTIUM 
CLAHEC has agreed to serve as a fiscal agent for the Central Louisiana Medical Library Consortium. The Consortium has been established for the purpose of providing timely, accurate healtb information to physicians and other health professionals along with providing quality consumer health/medical informalion for the public. The Rapides Foundation has provided a grant to support the development of the Consortium and activity for the nine months ended June 30, 1998, has been detailed as follows:
