Note i Summary of Significant Accounting Policies A. PreseDtation of Statements In April, 1984, the F~nancial Accounting Foundation established the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) to promulgate generally accepted accounting principles and reporting standards with respect to activities and transactions of state and local goverrmLental entities. In November of 1984, the GASB issued a codification of governmental accounting and financial reporting standards. This codification and subsequent GASB pronouncements are recognized as generally accepted accounting principles for state and local governments. The accompanying financial statements conform to generally accepted accounting principles for state and local governments. These statements have also incorporated any applicable requirements set forth by Audits of State and Local Governmental Units the ~ndustry audit guide issued by the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants; Subsection VI Annual Financial Reporting, accounting manual for Gevernor's Office of Elder].y Affairs contractors; and, the uisiana Governmental Audit Guide B, QJlg~nization Aet 456 of 1964, authorized the charter of voluntary councils on aging for the welfare of the aging people in their respective parishes. Charters are issued by the Louisiana Secretary of State upon approval by the Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs. Each council, is a non-profit corporation which must comply with policies and regulations established by the Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs, the state agency which provides the Council with most of its revenue. The Council also receives revenue from other federal, state, and local government agencies which may impose certain restrictions upon how the Council can use the money that they have provided. The Council is not a component unit of another primary government nor does it have any component units which are related to it. Therefore, the Council has presented its financial statements as a separate special-purpose goverrmlent.

Note I Summary of Significant Accounting Policies (Continued) The primary function of! the Council on Aging is to improve the quality of life for the parish's elderly and to provide services to the elderly as well as coordinate and monitor the services of other local agencies serving the aging people of the parish. Such services include providing meals, nutritional education, information andreferral services, legal assistance, homemaker services, operating senior centers, and transportation. A Board of Directors, consisting of Ii members who serve three-year terms, governs the Council. C. Financial Remortin~ Entity 1~is report includes all funds and account groups which are controlled by or dependent: on the St. Martin Council on Aging, Inc. Control by or dependent on the Council was determined on the basis of budget adoption, appointment of governing body, and other general oversigh~ responsibility. D. }~Dd Accounting The accounts of the Council are organized on the basis of funds and account groups, each of which is considered a separate accounting entity. The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate set of self-balancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenues and expenditures. Resources are allocated to and accounted for in individual funds based upon the purposes for which they are to be spent and the means by which spending activities are controlled. The various funds presented in the financial statements in this report are as follows: Governmental Fund Tvoes Governmental funds are those through which most governmental ~nctions of the Council are financed. The acquisition, use, and balances of the Council's expendable financial resources and the related liabilities are accounted for through governmental funds. ~e measurement focus is based upon determination of changes in financial position, rather than ~)on net income determination. The following are the Council's gevernmental fund types:

Note I Summary of Significant Accounting Policies (Continued) General Fund The General Fund is the general operating fund of the Council. It is used to account for all financial resources except those required to be accounted for in another fund. These discretionary funds are accounted for and reported aceerding to the sources from which they are derived. The following fund comprises the Council's General Fund : Local Local funds are received from various local sources; such funds not being restricted to any special use. Snecial Revenue Funds Special Revenue Funds are used to account for the proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than special assessments and major capital projects) that are legally restricted to expenditures for specified purposes. The following are the Council's Special Revenue funds which comprise the Funds: Title III-B SuPportive Services Fund Title III-B funds are provided by the United States Department of Health and Human Services through the Louisiana Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs which "passes through" the funds to the Council. This program provides access services, in-home services, community services, legal assistance, and transportation for the elderly. Title III C-I Congregate Meals Fund Title III C-I funds are provided by the United States Department of Health and Human Services

These funds are used to provide nutritiona] congregate meals to the elderly in strategically located centers. Title III C-2 Home Delivered Meals Fund Title III C-2 funds are provided by the United States Department of Health and Human Services through the Louisiana Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs, which "passes through" the funds to the Council. These funds are used to provide nutritional meals to home-bound older persons. Title III-D Fund The Title III-D Fund is used to account for funds which are used to provide in-home services to frail older individuals, including in-home supportive services for older individuals who are victims of Alzheimer's disease and related disorders with neurological and organic brain dysfunction, and to the families of such victims. Title III-D funds are provided by the United States Department of Health and Human Services through the Louisiana Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs, which in turn "passes through" the funds to the Council. Title III-F ~hnd The Title III-F Fund is used to account for funds used for disease prevention and health promotion activities including (I) equipment and materials (scales to weigh people, educational materials, and exercise equipment), (2) home injury control, (3) medication management, (4) mental health, (5) nutrition (assessment/screening, counseling, and education). The law directs the state agency administering this program to "give priority to areas of the state which are medically underserved and in which there are a large number of older individuals who have the

Title III-F funds are provided by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services through the Louisiana Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs, which in turn "passes through" the ful~ds to the Council. United Way Fund This fund reports assistance received from the community's regular United Appeals Activity. The funds are received upon application to the United Way Agency and are subject to monitoring by that Agency. Senior Center Fun The Senior Center Fund is used to account for the administration of Senior Center Program funds appropriated by the Louisiana Legislature to the Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs, which "passes through" the funds to the Council. This program provides community service centers at which older persons receive supportive services and participate in activities which foster their independence, enhance their dignity, and encourage their involvement in and with the community. Ombudsman Fund The Ombudsman Program was established to investigate and resolve complaints of any relevant nature on behalf of individuals, especially aged individuals who are residents of long-term care facilities. Ombudsman funds are provided by the United States Department of Health and Human Services through the Louisiana Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs which in turn "passes through" the funds to the Council.

Note i Summary of Significant A Miscellaneou The Miseell account for funds provided by the Louisiana Legislature to the Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs, which "passes through" the funds to the Council. The funds are used to supplement the ether programs operated by the Council. Audit Fund The Audit Fund is used to account for expenditures associated with the cost of having an annual audit of the Council's financial statements. Section 5311 Fund Section 5311 funds are provided by the United States Department of Transportation through the Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development. Funds received by the Council are based on actual operating costs of providing transportation services to rural residents within the parish. PCOA (Act 735~ Fun PCOA (Act 735) funds are appropriated for the Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs by the Louisiana Legislature for remittance to the Council on Aging. ~ese funds are accounted for in a separate special revenue fund to facilitate tracking of this resource and to ensure its utilization in the budget period. The funds are unrestricted in application and are transferred from this Special Revenue Fund for appropriate application in the General Fund and other Special Revenue Funds.

Note I S 
The Medicaid of Louisiana Fund is used to account for the revenue and expenditures associated with the services the Council rendered in being a Medicaid Enlollment Center. Personal Care Attendant Fund The Personal Care Attendant Fund is used to account for funds which are used to provide services that will meet the needs of those diverted or deinstltutionalized beneficiaries whose disabilities preclude the acquisition of certain independent living skills related to the activities of daily living, Account Groups An account group is a financial reporting device designed to provide accountability for certain assets and liabilities that are not recorded in the funds because they do not directly affect net expendable available financial resources. The following two account groups are not "funds". General Fixed Assets 
The fixed assets "(capital outlays) used in governmental fund type operations of the St, Martin Council on Aging, Inc. are accounted for (capitalized) in the General Fixed Assets Account Group and are recorded as expenditures in the governmental fund types when purchased. General Lon~-Term Debt Long-term liabilities expected to be financed from governmental funds are accounted for in the General l,ong-Term Debt Account Group. The General Long-Term Debt Account Gro~ shows only the measurement of financial position and is not involved with measurement of results of operations. 



E. Basis of Accountin~ Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures are recognized in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the timing of the measurements made, regardless of the measurement focus applied. The governmental fund types (General and Special Revenue Funds) use a current financial resources measurement: focus and are accounted for using the modified accrual basis of accounting. Their revenues are recognized when susceptible to accrual, i.e., when they become measurable and available. Intergovernmental revenues are considered susceptible to accrual. Measurable means the amount of the transaction can be determined and available means collectible within the current period or soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current period. Expenditures are generally recognized under the modified accrual basis of accounting, when the related fund liability is incurred, if measurable. F. Transfers and Interfund Loans Advances between funds which are not expected to be repaid are accounted for as transfers. In those cases where repayment is expected, the advances are classified as due from other funds or due to other funds on the balance sheet. Short-term interfund loans are classified as interfund receivables and payables. G, ~g~L Policy ~%e Council follows these procedures in establishing the budgetary data reflected in these financial statements. The Governor's Office notifies the Council each for each program's grant of Elderly Affairs "GOEA" year as to the funding levels award. ~le Executive Director prepares a proposed budget based on the funding levels provided by GOEAand then submits the budget to the Board of Directors for approval. The Board of Directors reviews and adopts the budget before June 30 of the current year for the next year. The adopted budget is forwarded to the Governor's Office of Elderly Affairs for final approval.

Actual amounts are compared to budgeted amounts periodically during the fiscal year as a management control device. Expenditures cannot legally exceed appropriations at the individual fund level. D. Total Columns on Combined Statements - Overview Total columns on the combined statements overview are captioned "Memorandum Only" to indicate that they are presented only to help with financial analysis. Data in these columns do not present financial position in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles. Neither is such data comparable to a consolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been made in the aggregation of this data. 
I. ]~xed_Asse~s The accounting and reporting treatment applied to the fixed assets associated with a fund are determined by its measurement focus. All governmental fund type operations are accounted for on a spending or "financial flow" measurement focus and only current assets and current liabilities are generally included on their balance sheets.

Fixed assets used in gover1~ental fund type operations (general fixed assets) should be accounted for in the General Fixed Assets Account Group, and are recorded as expenditures in the governmental fund types when purchased. No depreciation has been provided on general fixed assets. All fixed assets are stated at historical cost or estimated historical cost if actual historical cost is not available. The estimated amounts of fixed assets are immaterial to these financial statements. Donated fixed assets are stated at their estimated fair market value on the date donated. 
Long-term obligations expected to be financed from governmental funds are accounted for in the General Long-Term Debt Account Group. l~ng-term debt is recos~ized as a liability of a governmental fund when due. For other long-term obligations, only that portion expected to he financed from expendable available financial resources is reported as a fund liability of a governmental fund. 9~e remaining portion of such obligations is reported in the General Long-Term Debt Account Group. K. Annual and Sick Leave The Council's policy allows full time employees to carry forward 48 days of unused sick leave and i0 days of annual leave beyond the fiscal year end. Full-time employees earn i 1/2 days of sick leave and 1 1/2 days of annual leave per month. An employee may be paid for i0 days of unused annual leave and no days of unused sick leave upon separation. The liability for accumulated annual leave has been recorded in the General Long-Term Debt Account Group.

Note 3 Income Tax Status The Council, a non-profit corporation, is exempt from federal income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 
Note 4 Cash and Interest-Bearing Deposits Under state law, the Council may deposit funds within a fiscal agent bank organized under the laws of the State of Louisiana, the laws ol any other state in the Union, or the laws of the United States. The Council may invest in certificates and time deposits of state bank~ organized under Louisiana laws and national banks having principal offices in Louisiana. At June 30, 1997, the Council has cash and interest-hearing deposits (book balances) totaling $28,768. Deposit balances (bank balances) at June 30, 1997, totaled $41,377 and are fully secured by federal deposit insurance.

Response: No response is considered necessary A material weakness is a condition in which the design or operation of one: or more of the internal control components does not reduce to a relatively io'~ level the risk that misstatements in amounts that would be material in relatio:~ to the general purpose financial statements being audited may occur and not b~~ detected within a timely period by employees in the normal course of performing their assigned functions. Our consideration of the internal control structure! over financial, reporting would not necessarily disclose all matters in the! internal control structure that might be reportable conditions and, accordingly would not necessarily disclose all reportable conditions that are also considered to be material weaknesses as defined above.
