Opinions

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities and the major fund
of the First Parish Court Judicial Expense Fund (the Fund) of the Parish of Jefferson, as of and for the year
ended December 31, 2021, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise of
the Fund’s basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents.

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the
respective financial position of the governmental activities and the major fund of the Fund, as of December
31, 2021, and the respective changes in financial position for the year then ended in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

Basis for Opinions

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards,
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Our responsibilities under those standards are
further described in the Auditors’ Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our
report. We are required to be independent of the First Parish Court Judicial Expense Fund and to meet our
other ethical responsibilities, in accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating to our audit. We
believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our
audit opinions.

Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for the
design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation
of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are conditions or
events, considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the Fund’s ability to continue as a
going concern for twelve months beyond the financial statement date, including any currently known
information that may raise substantial doubt shortly thereafter.
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Auditors’ Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditors’ report that includes our
opinions. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and therefore is
not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and
Government Auditing Standards will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not
detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud
may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal
control. Misstatements are considered material if there is a substantial likelihood that, individually or in the
aggregate, they would influence the judgment made by a reasonable user based on the financial statements.

In performing an audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and Government Auditing
Standards, we:

e Exercise professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism throughout the audit.
Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to
fraud or error, and design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks. Such procedures
include examining, on a test basis, evidence regarding the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements.

e Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit procedures
that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the
effectiveness of the Fund’s internal control. Accordingly, no such opinion is expressed.

e Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant
accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluate the overall presentation of the
financial statements.

e Conclude whether, in our judgment, there are conditions or events, considered in the aggregate,
that raise substantial doubt about the Fund’s ability to continue as a going concern for a reasonable
period of time.

We are required to communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the
planned scope and timing of the audit, significant audit findings, and certain internal control-related matters
that we 1dentified during the audit.

Required Supplementary Information

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the management’s
discussion and analysis and budgetary comparison information on pages 4 through 9 and 22 be presented
to supplement the basic financial statements. Such information is the responsibility of management and,
although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards
Board who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements
in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures
to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the
United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the
information and comparing the information for consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries,
the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial
statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the limited
procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.
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Supplementary Information

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively
comprise the Fund’s basic financial statements. The accompanying schedule of compensation, benefits, and
other payments to agency heads and the judicial system funding schedule on pages 23 and 24 are presented
for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such
information is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying
accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements. The information has been
subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and certain
additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the underlying
accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financial
statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in the United States of America. In our opinion, the schedule of compensation, benefits, and other
payments to agency heads and the judicial system funding schedule are fairly stated, in all material respects,
in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated June 28, 2022,
on our consideration of the Fund’s internal control over financial reporting and on our tests of its compliance
with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements and other matters. The purpose
of that report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control over financial reporting and
compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the Fund’s
internal control over financial reporting or on compliance. That report is an integral part of an audit
performed in accordance with Government Auditing Standards in considering the Fund’s internal control
over financial reporting and compliance.

DECEMBER 31, 2021

The Management's Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) of the First Parish Court Judicial Expense Fund's
(the Fund) annual financial report provides important background information and management's analysis
of the Fund's financial performance during the fiscal year that ended on December 31, 2021. Please read
this section in conjunction with the basic financial statements and the notes to the basic financial statements
beginning on page 16 of this report.

The MD&A 1s an element of the Required Supplementary Information specified m the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board's (GASB) Codification. Certain comparative information between the current
year (2021) and the prior year (2020} is required to be presented in the MD&A.

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

The total government-wide assets of the Fund at the close of 2021 and 2020 were $834,580 and $798,432,
respectively, representing an increase of $36,148 in 2021. Of the total assets amounts, $39,556 and $53,014
respectively, were invested in capital assets. The remainder is considered unrestricted and may be used for
any lawful purpose.

Total government-wide expenses of the Fund's programs in 2021 and 2020 were $179,426 and $193,705,
respectively, representing a decrease of $14,279. Total government-wide revenues in 2021 and 2020 were
$225,501 and $200,770, respectively, representing an mcrease of $24,731. The unrestricted net position in
2021 and 2020 was $789,139 and $729,606, respectively representing an increase of $59,533 i 2021.

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

This annual report consists of four parts - management's discussion and analysis (this section), the basic
financial statements, required supplementary information, and supplementary information. The basic
financial statements include two kinds of statements that present different views of the Fund:

e The first two statements are government-wide financial statements that provide both long-term and
short-term mformation about the Fund’s overall financial status.

e The remaining statements are fund financial statements that focus on individual parts of the
government, reporting the Fund’s operations in more detail than the government-wide statements.
The governmental funds statements tell how general government services were financed in the
short-term, as well as what remains for future spending.

The financial statements also include notes that further explain the information in the financial statements
and provide more detailed data. The statements are followed by a section of required supplementary
mformation that further explains and supports the information in the financial statements. Figure A-1 shows
how the required parts of this annual report are arranged and relate to one another.

Figure A-1 summarizes the major features of the Fund’s financial statements, including the portion of the
Fund’s government they cover and the types of information they contain. The remained of this overview
section of management’s discussion and analysis explains the structure of contents of each of the statements.

— the difference between the Fund’s assets and liabilities — is one way to measure the Fund’s financial health,
or posttion.

Fund Financial Statements

The fund financial statements provide more detailed information about the Fund’s most significant funds —
not the Fund as a whole. Funds are accounting devices that the Fund uses to keep track of specific sources of
funding and spending for particular purposes.

The Fund has only one fund type as described below:

¢ Governmental fund — Most of the Fund’s basic services are included in the governmental fund, which
focuses on (1) cash and other financial assets that are readily converted to cash flow in and out and (2)
the balances left at year-end that are available for spending. Consequently, the governmental fund
statements provide a detailed short-term view that helps determine whether there are more or fewer
financial resources that can be spend in the near future to finance the Fund’s programs. Because this
information does not encompass the additional long-term focus of the government-wide statements,
additional information 1s provided on the subsequent page of each statement that explains the
relationship (or differences) between them.

The Fund's current assets increased $49,606 to $795,024 in fiscal year 2021, from $745,418 at the end of
fiscal year 2020. The change in current assets is primarily due to the increase in cash and cash equivalents
as a result of operations. The Fund’s net position increased $46,075 to $828,695 1n fiscal year 2021, from
$782,620 at the end of fiscal year 2020. The change in net position is primarily due to the results of 2021
operations described in more detail on the following page.

Capital assets decreased by $13,458 during the current fiscal period. The decrease 13 due to depreciation
expense. Note 3 to the financial statements summarizes activity in capital assets during the year.

The Fund's revenues increased $34,027 to $218,992 in 2021 compared to 2020. The Fund was impacted by
the Covid-19 pandemic in 2020 which resulted i fewer court cases and a lower amount of fines and
forfeitures collected. Court cases increased in 2021 compared to 2020. The Fund’s expenses decreased
$14,279 to $179,426 in 2021 compared to 2020 due to a decrease in outside services and payroll expenses
of approximately $24,000.

Governmental Fund

The Fund's General Fund revenues increased $24,731 in 2021 compared to 2020, primarily due to the
merease in court cases in 2021 compared to 2020 as described above. The Fund’s General Fund expenses
decreased by $14,279 in 2021 compared to 2020 primarily due to the decrease in payroll expenses and outside
services.

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND NEXT YEAR’S BUDGET AND RATES

Management does not expect any significant changes to the operations of the First Parish Court Judicial
Expense Fund of Jefferson Parish for the year ended December 31, 2022, The Fund is dependent on Fund
fees for approximately 97% of its revenues. The economy is not expected to generate any significant
growth. Therefore, the Fund’s future revenues are expected to be consistent with current years.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies of the First Parish Court Judicial Expense Fund (the Fund) for the Parish of
Jefferson conform to U. S. generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) as applicable to
governments. The expense fund was established for the purpose of paying expenses for the Fund
deemed necessary by the judges for efficient operations of the Fund. The following 1s a summary of
the more significant policies.

A. Basisof Presentation

The Fund’s basic financial statements consist of the government-wide statements and the fund
financial statements. The statements are prepared in accordance with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America as applied to governmental units and
promulgated by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Codification of
Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards.

B. Financial Reporting Entity

The First Parish Court Judicial Expense Fund for the Parish of Jefferson was established July 18,
1982, under the provisions of Louisiana R.S. 13:2562.22. This statute provides for this expense
fund to operate under the sole and exclusive authority of the First Parish Court judges.

GASB Ceodification Section 2100, established criteria for determining the governmental reporting
entity and component units that should be included within the reporting entity. As such, the
Jefferson Parish Council is not financially accountable for these funds.

As required by U.S. generally accepted accounting principles, this report includes all funds and
account groups of the First Parish Court Judicial Expense Fund (the primary government) that are
controlled or dependent on the judges of the First Parish Court. No other organization was
determined to be a component unit of the Fund. Therefore, no blended or discretely presented
component units are presented in the accompanying financial statements. The Fund’s expense
fund reports as an independent reporting entity.

C. Basisof Accounting

Government Wide Financial Statements (GWES)

The statement of net position and the statement of activities display information about the reporting
government (the Fund). These statements include the financial activities for the overall
government, except for fiduciary activities. Governmental activities are generally financed
through Fund fees, intergovernmental revenues and other non-exchange transactions. Revenues,
expenses, gains, losses, assets and liabilities resulting from non-exchange transactions are
recognized in accordance with the requirements of GASB Statement No. 33, decounting and
Financial Reporiing for Non-Exchange Transactions.

Government Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) (continued)

The statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program revenues
for each function of the Fund’s governmental activities. Direct expenses are those that are
specifically associated with a program or function and, therefore, are clearly identifiable to a
particular function. Indirect expense allocations that have been made in the funds have been
reversed for the statement of activities. Program revenues include (a) fees, fines and charges paid
by the recipients of goods or services offered by the programs and (b) grants and contributions that
are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program. Revenues
that are not classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues.

The GWFS are prepared using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis
of accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets and liabilities resulting from exchange or
exchange-like transactions are recognized when the exchange occurs regardless of when cash is
received or disbursed. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets and liabilities resulting from non-
exchange transactions are recognized in accordance with the requirements of GASB Codification
Section N50, Non-Exchange Transactions.

Fund Financial Statements (FES)

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its
measurement focus. All Governmental Funds are accounted for using a current financial resources
measurement focus. With this measurement focus, only current assets and current liabilities
generally are included on the balance sheet. Operating statements of these funds present increases
(1.e. revenues and other financial sources) and decreases (i.e. expenditures and other financing
uses) in net current assets.

Governmental funds are reported using the current financial resources measurement focus and the
modified accrual basis of accounting. Under this method, revenues are recognized when
measurable and available. The Fund considers all revenues reported in the governmental funds to
be available if the revenues are collected within sixty days after year-end. Fund fees and interest
are considered to be susceptible to accrual. Expenditures are recorded when the related fund
liability 1s incurred, except for claims and judgments, which are recognized as expenditures to the
extent they have matured. General capital asset acquisitions are reported as expenditures in
governmental funds. Transfers between funds that are not expected to be repaid are accounted for
as other financing sources.

The Fund uses funds to report on its financial position and the results of its operations. Fund
accounting 1s designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid financial management by
segregating transactions related to certain government functions or activities. A fund is a
separate accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts. Funds are typically classified into
three categories: governmental, proprietary and fiduciary. Each category, in turn, is divided into
separate "fund types".

D. Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash includes amounts in demand deposits, interest-bearing demand deposits, and certificates of
deposit. Under state law, the Fund may deposit funds in demand deposits, interest-bearing
demand deposits, money market accounts, or time deposits with state banks organized under
Louisiana law and national banks having their principal offices in Louisiana.

All of the Fund's deposits, including cash, money market accounts, and certificates of deposit are
carried at cost. The Fund's bank deposits are held at the same financial institutions as the other
funds of Jefferson Parish (the Parish), thus sharing in the maximum amount of federal depository
msurance of that institution. At year-end, the carrying amount of these deposits was $782,081.
All of the bank balance was covered by federal depository insurance or by collateral held by the
pledging financial institutions trust department or agent in the Parish's name.

E. Capital Assets and Depreciation

Capital assets are recorded at historical cost, or estimated historical costs for assets where actual
cost is not available. Donated assets are recorded as capital assets at their estimated fair market
value at the date of donation. The Fund maintains a minimum capitalization threshold level of
$5,000 or more. The Fund does not have any infrastructure assets. Since surplus assets are sold
for an immaterial amount when declared no longer needed for public purposes, no salvage value
1s taken nto consideration for depreciation purposes.

Capital assets are recorded on the GWFES 1n the statement of net position. For fund financial
statements, capital acquisitions are reflected as expenditures in the governmental fund at the time of

purchase.

Capital assets are depreciated using the straight-line method over their estimated useful lives.

F. Net Position

For the government-wide statement of net position, net position amount 1s classified and displayed in
three components:

e Net investment in capital assets — consists of net capital assets reduced by outstanding balances of
any related debt obligations and deferred inflows of resources attributable to the acquisition,
construction, of improvement of those assets and increased by balances of deferred outflows of
resources related to those assets.

e Restricted net position — net position is considered restricted 1f its use is constrained to a particular
purpose. Restricted net position is restricted assets reduced by liabilities and deferred inflows of
resources related to the restricted assets.

o Unrestricted net position — consists of all other net position that does not meet the definition of the
above two components and is available for general use by the entity.

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the Fund’s policy to use
restricted resources first, then unrestricted resources as they are needed.

G. Governmental Fund Balances

Accounting standards require governmental fund balances to be reported in as many as five
classifications as listed below:

Nonspendable — represents amounts that that are not expected to be converted to cash because
they are either not in spendable form or legally or contractually required to be maintained intact.

Spendable

Restricted — represents balances that can be spent only for specific purposes because of state
or federal laws or externally imposed conditions by granters, creditors, or citizens.

Committed — represents balances that can be used only for specific purposes determined by a
formal action by the Judges of the Fund.

Assigned — represents balances that are constrained by the Fund’s intent that they will be used
for specific purposes, not neither restricted or committed.

Unassigned — represents balances that have not been assigned to other funds and that have not
been restricted, committed, or assigned for specific purposes within the general fund.

The Fund considers restricted fund balances to be spent for governmental expenditures first when
both restricted and unrestricted resources are available. The Fund also considers commutted then
assigned fund balances to be spent first when other unrestricted fund balance classifications are

available for use. There were no non-spendable, restricted, committed, or assigned fund balances
as of December 31, 2021.

H. Budgets and Budgetary Accounting

L

Budgetary procedures applicable to the Fund are defined in state law, Revised Statutes 39:1301-15.
The major requirements of the Local Government Budget Act (LGBA) are summarized as follows:

Prior to December 15, The Fund completes and submits an operating budget for the fiscal
year commencing the following Janvary 1. The operating budget includes proposed
expenditures and the means of financing those expenditures. Copies of the adopted
budget are kept on file for public inspection.

The Fund adopts a budget each year for the general fund. The budget for this fund 1s
adopted on the cash basis of accounting which is a comprehensive basis of accounting
other than generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). Formal budgetary
integration is not employed. Budgeted amounts included in the accompanying financial
statements include originally adopted budget amounts.

The general fund budget may be revised during the year as estimates regarding revenues
and expenditures change.

All annual appropriations lapse at fiscal year-end.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires management to make estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at
the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Current Accounting Standards Scheduled to be Implemented

The following is a summary of accounting standards adopted by the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (GASB) that are scheduled to be implemented in the future that may affect the Fund’s
finaneial report:

GASB Statement 87, Leases. This standard will require all leases to be reported on the statement
of net position under a single accounting model for both lessors and lessees. The statement will
require the recognition of lease assets or Liabilities for leases previously reported as operating
leases. Both operating and capital leases will be reported under this single accounting method and
reported by lessees as an intangible right to use asset and by lessors as a receivable with both
reporting a deferred inflow of resources. The standard is effective for annual reporting periods
beginning after June 15, 2021. The Fund will include the requirements of this standard, as

applicable, in its December 31, 2022 financial statement. All of the Fund’s lease agreements will

need to be evaluated to determine the impact of implementing this standard; however, the effect
of this standard or 1ts applicability to the Fund is unknown at this time.
