Those standards require us to perform procedures to obtain
limited assurance as a basis for reporting whether we are aware of any material modifications that should be
made to the financial statements for them to be in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in
the United States of America. We believe that the results of our procedures provide a reasonable basis for our
conclusion.

Public Defender’s Office and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in accordance with the relevant ethical
requirements related to our review.

Accountants’ Conclusion

Based on our review, we are not aware of any material modifications that should be made to the
accompanying financial statements in order for them to be in accordance with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America.

Such information, although not a part of the basic financial
statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential
part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic,
or historical context. Such information is the responsibility of management. We have not audited, reviewed
or compiled the required supplementary information and we do not express an opinion, a conclusion, nor
provide any form of assurance on it.

Management has omitted the management’s discussion and analysis information that Governmental
Accounting Standards Board requires to be presented to supplement the basic financial statements. Such
missing information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting and for placing the
basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context.

Other Supplementary Information

The supplementary information included the Justice System Funding Reporting Schedule — Receiving
was created by Act 87 of the Louisiana 2020 Regular Legislative Session. This schedule is presented for
purposes of additional analysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such information
is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting
and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements. The supplementary information has been
subjected to the review procedures applied in our review of the basic financial statements. We are not aware
of any material modifications that should be made to the information in order for it to be in accordance with
the reporting framework prescribed by Louisiana Revised Statute 24:515.2 and the Louisiana Legislative
Auditor. We have not audited the supplementary information and do not express an opinion on such
information.

Notes to Basic Financial Statements

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The Twenty-Fifth Judicial District of the State of Louisiana Public Defender’s Office
(“Public Defender’s Office™) was created under Louisiana Revised Statute 15:144-149 and modified
by Act 307, to provide and compensate counsel to represent indigent (needy individuals) in criminal
and quasi-criminal cases on the district court level.

The accompanying financial statements of the Public Defender’s Office have been prepared
in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) generally accepted in the United
States of America as applied to governmental units,. GAAP includes all relevant Governmental
Accounting Standards Board (GASB) pronouncements. (GASB is the accepted standard-setting body
for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The accounting and
reporting framework and the more significant accounting policies are discussed in subsequent
subsections of this note.

The accounting and reporting policies of the Public Defender’s Office conform to generally
accepted accounting principles as applicable to governments. Such accounting and reporting
procedures also conform to the requirements of the industry audit guide, Audits of State and Local
Governmental Units.

The following is a summary of certain significant accounting policies:

A. Financial Reporting Entity

For financial statement reporting purposes, the Public Defender’s Office is part
of the district court system of the State of Louisiana. However, state statutes that create
the Public Defender’s Office give each of the Public Defender’s Offices control over all
of their operations. This includes the hiring and retention of employees, authority and
control over budgeting, responsibility for deficits, and the receipt and disbursement of
funds. The Public Defender’s Office is financially independent and operates
independently from the district court system. These financial statements include only
the transactions of the Public Defender’s Office.

B. Basis of Presentation

Government-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS)

The statement of net position and statement of activities display information
about the reporting government as a whole. They include all funds of the reporting
entity.

The statement of activities presents a comparison between program revenues of
the Public Defender’s Office and the cost of the function. Program revenues are derived
directly from Public Defender’s Office users as a fee for services. Revenues that are not
classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues,

Fund Financial Statements (FFS)

The accounts of the Public Defender’s Office are organized and operated on the
basis of funds. A fund is an independent fiscal and accounting entity with a separate set
of self-balancing accounts. Fund accounting segregates funds according 1o their intended
purpose and is used to ald management in demonstrating compliance with finance-
related legal and contractual provisions. The minimum number of funds is maintained
consistent with legal and managerial requirements.

The fund of the Public Defender’s Office is classified as governmental. The
emphasis on fund financial statements is on the major governmental fund. A fund is
considered major if it is the primary operating fund of the entity or meets the following
criteria:

a. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of that
individual governmental or enterprise fund are at least 10 percent
of the corresponding total for all funds of that category or type;
and

b. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of the
individual governmental or enterprise fund are at least 5 percent
of the corresponding total for all governmental and enterprise
funds combined,

The major fund of the Public Defender’s Office is described below:

Governmental Fund -

General Fund

The General Fund is the general operating fund of the Public Defender’s Office.
It is used to account for all financizl resources.

Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting

Measurement focus is a term used to describe “which” transactions are recorded
within the various financial statements. Basis of accounting refers to “when”
transactions are recorded regardless of the measurement focus applied.

Measurement Focus

In the government-wide statement of net position and the statement of activities,
governmental activities are presented using the economic resources measurement focus.
The accounting objectives of this measurement focus are the determination of operating
income, changes in net position (or cost recovery) and financial position. All assets and
liabilities (whether current or noncurrent) associated with its activities are reported.

Government-wide fund equity is classified as net position. In the fund financial
statements, the “current financial resources” measurement focus is used. Only current
financial assets and liabilities are generally included on its balance sheet. Their
operating statement presents sources and uses of available spendable financial resources
during a given period. This fund uses fund balance as its measure of available spendable
financial resources at the end of the period.

Basis of Accounting

In the government-wide statement of net position and statement of activities, the
governmental activities are presented using the accrual basis of accounting. Under the
accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are
recorded when the liability is incurred or economic asset used. Revenues, expenses,
gains, losses, assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of
resources resulting from exchange and exchange-like transactions are recognized when
the exchange takes place.

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial
resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Revenues
are recognized as soon as they are both measurable and available. Revenues are
considered to be available when they are collectible within the current period or scon
enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. For this purpose, the
government considers revenues to be available if they are collected within 60 days of the
end of the current fiscal period. Revenues are classified by source and expenditures are
classified by function and character. Expenditures (including capital outlay) generally
are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under accrual accounting. However, debt
service expenditures are recorded only when payment is due.

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the
Public Defender’s Office’s policy to use restricted resources first, then unrestricted
resources as they are needed.

Assets, Deferred Outflows, Liabilities, Deferred Inflows, and Equity

Cash and interest-bearing deposits

For purposes of the statement of net position, cash and interest-bearing deposits
include all demand accounts, savings accounts, and certificates of deposits of the Public
Defender’s Office.

Receivables

In the government-wide statements, receivables consist of all revenues earned at
year-end and not vet received.

Capital Assets

Capital assets, which include property, plant, and equipment, are reported in the
governmental activities column in the government-wide financial statements. Capital
assets are capitalized at historical cost or estimated cost if historical cost is not available.
The cost of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add value to the asset or
materially extend assets lives are not capitalized.

Depreciation of all exhaustible capital assets is recorded as an expense in the
statement of activities, with accumulated depreciation reflected in the statement of net
position. Depreciation is provided over the assets’ estimated useful lives using the
straight-line method of depreciation. The range of estimated useful lives by type of
asset is as follows:

Furniture, fixtures and equipment 5-7 years

In the fund financial statements, capital assets used in governmental fund
operations are accounted for as capital outlay expenditures of the governmental fund
upon acquisition.

Compensated Absences

Employees who have been employed by the Public Defender’s Office for one to
five years receive two weeks of paid vacation, for six to ten years receive three weeks of
paid vacation, for eleven to fifteen years receive four weeks of paid vacation, for sixteen
to twenty years receive five weeks of paid vacation, for twenty-one to twenty-five years
receive six weeks of paid vacation, and over twenty-six years receive seven weeks of
paid vacation. Employees who have been emploved by the Public Defender’s Office for
one to five years receive ten sick days annually, for six to ten years receive twelve sick
days annually, for eleven to fifteen years receive fifieen sick days annually, for sixteen
to twenty years receive twenty sick days annually, for twenty-one to twenty-five years
receive twenty-five sick days annually, and over twenty-six years receive thirty sick
days annually. Vacation and sick leave can be carried over each year. Sick days can be
carried over up to 250 hours. Upon termination, all unused vacation time is payable at
the hourly rate being earned by that employee at separation.

Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of Resources

In some instances, the GASB requires a government to delay recognition of
decreases in net position as expenditures until a future period. In other instances,
governments are required to delay recognition of increases in net position as revenues
until a future period. In these circumstances, deferred outflows of resources and
deferred inflows of resources result from the delayed recognition of expenditures or
revenues, respectively.

Equity Classifications

In the government-wide statements, equity is classified as net position and
displayed in three components:

a. Net investment in capital assets — Consists of capital assets
including restricted capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation
and reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages,
notes, or other borrowings and deferred inflows of resources that
are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or improvement
of those assets.

b. Restricted net position — Consists of restricted assets reduced by
liabilities and deferred inflows of resources related to those assets.
Constraints may be placed on the use, either by (1) external
groups such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or
regulations of other governments; or (2) law through
constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

c. Unrestricted net position — Net amount of the assets, deferred
outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of
resources that are not included in either of the other two
categories of net position.

In the fund financial statements, governmental fund equity is classified as fund
balance. Fund balance is further classified as follows.

Nonspendable — amounts that cannot be spent either because they are in
nonspendable form or because they are legally or contractually required to be
maintained intact.

Restricted — amounts that can be spent only for specific purposes because of
constitutional provisions or enabling legislation or because of constraints that
are externally imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or the laws or
regulations of other governments.

Committed — amounts that can be used only for specific purposes determined
by a formal action of the Chief District Public Defender. The Chief District
Public Defender is the highest level of decision-making authority for the
Public Defender’s Office. Commitments may be established, modified, or
rescinded by Chief District Public Defender.

Assigned — amounts that do not meet the criteria to be classified as restricted
or committed but that are intended to be used for specific purposes. Under the
Public Defender’s Office’s adopted policy, only the Chief District Public
Defender may assign amounts for specific purposes.

When an expenditure is incurred for purposes for which both restricted and
unrestricted fund balance is available, the Public Defender’s Office considers restricted
funds to have been spent first. When an expenditure is incurred for which committed,
assigned, or unassigned fund balances are available, the Public Defender’s Office
considers amounts to have been spent first out of committed funds, then assigned funds,
and finally unassigned funds, as needed, unless the Chief District Public Defender has
provided otherwise in its commitment or assignment actions.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts of assets, deferred outflows, liabilities, and deferred inflows
and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements
and the reported amounts of revenues and expenditures during the reporting period.
Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Cash and Interest-Bearing Deposits

Under state law, the Public Defender’s Office may deposit funds within a fiscal agent
organized under the laws of the State of Louisiana, the laws of any other state in the Union, or the
laws of the United States. The Public Defender’s Office may invest in certificates and time deposits
of state banks organized under Louisiana law and national banks having principal offices in
Louisiana. At June 30, 2022, the Public Defender’s Office has cash (book balances) totaling
$121,816.

These deposits are stated at cost, which approximates market. Custodial credit risk is the risk
that in the event of a bank failure, the Public Defender’s Office’s deposits may not be returned to it.
The Public Defender’s Office’s policy, by state law, is that all deposits must be secured by federal
deposit insurance or the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank. The market value of the
pledged securities plus the federal deposit insurance must at all times equal the amount on deposit
with the fiscal agent bank. These securities are held in the name of the pledging fiscal agent bank in a
holding or custodial bank that is mutually acceptable to both parties. Deposit balances (bank
balances) at June 30, 2022 are secured as follows:

As of June 30, 2022, the Public Defender’s Office’s total bank balances were fully insured
and, therefore, they were not exposed to custodial credit risk.

Pension Plan / GASB 68

Far purposes of measuring the net pension liability, deferred outflows of resources and
deferred inflows of resources related to pensions, and pension expense, information about the
fiduciary net position of the Parochial Employees Retirement System of Louisiana (the System) and
additions to / deductions from the System’s fiduciary net position have been determined on the same
basis as they are reported by the Fund. For this purpose, benefit payments (including refunds of
employee contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the benefit terms.
Investments are reported at fair value.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies:

The Parochial Employees’ Retirement System of Louisiana prepares its employer pension
schedules in accordance with Governmental Accounting Statement No. 68 — Accounting and Financial
Reporting for Pensions — an amendment of GASB Statement No. 27. GASB Statement No. 68
establishes standards for measuring and recognizing liabilities, deferred outflows of resources,
deferred inflows of resources, and expenses/expenditures. It provides methods and assumptions that
should be used to project benefit payments, discount projected benefit payments to their actuarial
present value, and atfribute that present value to periods of employee service. It also provides methods
to calculate participating employers’ proportionate share of net pension liability, deferred inflows,
deferred outflows, pension expense, and amortization periods for deferred inflows and deferred
outflows.

Basis of Accounting:

The System’s employer pension schedules are prepared using the accrual basis of
accounting. Members® earnable compensation, for which the employer allocations are based,
is recognized in the period in which the employee is compensated for services performed. The

member’s earnable compensation is attributed to the employer for which the member is
employed as of December 31, 2021.
The System complies with the provisions of GASB Statement No. 67, Financial
Reporting for Pension Plans, which included specifying the approach of contributing entities

to measure pension liabilities for benefits provided through the pension plan.

The System is not allocated a proportionate share of the net pension liability related to
its employees. The net pension liability attributed to the System’s employees is allocated to
the remaining employers based on their respective employer allocation percentage.

Plan Fiduciary Net Position:

Plan fiduciary net position is a significant component of the System’s collective net
pension liability. The System’s plan fiduciary net position was determined using the accrual
basis of accounting. The System’s assets, liabilities, revenues, and expenses were recorded
with the use of estimates and assumptions in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America. Such estimates primarily related to unsettled
transactions and events as of the date of the financial statements and estimates over the
determination of the fair market value of the System’s investments. Accordingly, actual
results may differ from estimated amounts.

Plan Description:

The Parochial Employees” Retirement System of Louisiana is the administrator of a cost-
sharing, multiple employer defined benefit pension plan. The System was established and provided
for by R.S. 11:1901 of the Louisiana Revised Statute (LRS).

The System provides retirement benefits to employees of taxing districts of a parish or any
branch or section of a parish within the state which does not have its own retirement system and which
elects to become members of the System.

The following is a description of the plan and its benefits and is provided for general
information purposes only. Participants should refer to the appropriate statutes for more complete

information.

Eligibility Requirements:

All permanent parish government employees (except those employed by Orleans,
Lafourche, and East Baton Rouge Parishes) who work at least 28 hours a week shall become
members on the date of employment. New employees meeting the age and Social Security
criteria have up to 90 days from the date of hire to elect to participate.

As of January 1997, elected officials, except coroners, justices of the peace, and parish
presidents may no longer join the System.

Retirement Benefits:

Any member of Plan A can retire providing he/she meets one of the following criteria:
For employees hired prior to January 1, 2007:

Any age with thirty (30) or more vears of creditable service.
Age 55 with twenty-five (25) years of creditable service,

Age 60 with a minimum of ten (10) years of creditable service.
Age 65 with a minimum of seven (7) years of creditable service.

el el e

For employees hired after January 1, 2007:

1. Age 55 with 30 years of service.
2. Age 62 with 10 years of service.
3. Age 67 with 7 years of service.

Generally, the monthly amount of the retirement allowance of any member of Plan A
shall consist of an amount equal to 3% of the member’s final average compensation multiplied
by his/her years of creditable service. However, under certain conditions, as outlined in the
statutes, the benefits are limited to specified amounts.

Survivor Benefits:

Upon the death of any member of Plan A with five (5) or more years of creditable
service who is not eligible for retirement, the plan provides for benefits for the surviving
spouse and minor children, as outlined in the statutes.

Any member of Plan A, who is eligible for normal retirement at time of death, the
surviving spouse shall receive an automatic Option 2 benefit, as outlined in the statutes.

A surviving spouse who is not eligible for Social Security survivorship or retirement
benefits, and married not less than twelve (12) months immediately preceding death of the

member, shall be paid an Option 2 benefit beginning at age 50.

Deferred Retirement Gption Plan:

Act 338 of 1990 established the Deferred Retirement Option Plan (DROP) for the
System. DROP is an option for that member who is eligible for normal retirement.

In lieu of terminating employment and accepting a service retirement, any member of
Plan A who is eligible to retire may elect to participate in the Deferred Retirement Option Plan
(DROP) in which they are enrolled for three years and defer the receipt of benefits. During
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participation in the plan, employer contributions are payable but employee contributions cease.
The monthly retirement benefits that would be payable, had the person elected to cease
employment and receive a service retirement allowance, are paid into the DROP Fund.

Upon termination of employment prior to or at the end of the specified period of
participation, a participant in the DROP may receive, at his option, a lump sum from the
account equal to the payments info the account, a true annuity based upon his account balance
in that fund, or roll over the fund to an Individual Retirement Account.

Interest is accrued on the DROP benefits for the period between the end of DROP
participation and the member’s retirement date.

For individuals who become eligible fo participate in the Deferred Retirement Option
Plan (DROP) on or after January 1, 2004, all amounts which remain credited to the
individual’s subaccount after termination in DROP will be placed in liquid asset money
market investments at the discretion of the Board of Trustees. These subaccounts may be
credited with interest based on money market rates of return, or at the option of the System,
the funds may be credited to self-directed subaccounts. The participant in the self~directed
portion of DROP must agree that the benefits payable to the participant are not the
obligations of the state or the System, and that any returns and other rights of DROP are
the sole liability and responsibility of the participant and the designated provider to which
contributions have been made.

Disability Benefits:

For Plan A, a member shall be eligible to retire and receive a disability benefit if they
were hired prior to January 1, 2007, and has at least five years of creditable service or if hired
after January 1, 2007, has seven years of creditable service, and is not eligible for normal
retirement and has been officially certified as disabled by the State Medical Disability Board.
Upon retirement caused by disability, a member of Plan A shall be paid a disability benefit
equal to the lesser of an amount equal to 3% of the member’s final average compensation
multiplied by his years of service, not to be less than 15, or three percent multiplied by years
of service assuming continued service to age 60 for those members who are enrolled prior to
January 1, 2007 and to age 62 for those members who are enrolled January 1, 2007 and later.

Cost of Living Increases:

The Board is authorized to provide a cost of living allowance for those retirees who
retired prior to July 1973. The adjustment cannot exceed 2% of the retiree’s original benefit
for each full calendar year since retirement and may only be granted if sufficient funds are
available from investment income in excess of normal requirements.

In addition, the Board may provide an additional cost of living increase to all retirees
and beneficiaries who are over age 65 equal to 2% of the member’s benefit paid on October 1,
1977, (or the member’s retirement date, if later). Also, the Board may provide a cost of living
increase up to 2.5% for retirees 62 and older. (RS 11:1937). Lastly, Act 270 of 2009 provided
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for further reduced actuarial payments to provide an annual 2.5% cost of living adjustment
commencing at age 55.

Emplover Contributions:

According to state statute, contributions for all employers are actuarially determined each year.
For the year ended December 31, 2021, the actuariafly determined contribution rate was 10.38% of
menber’s compensation for Plan A. However, the actual rate for the fiscal year ending December 31,
2021 was 12.25% for Plan A.

According to state statute, the System also receives ¥ of 1% of ad valorem taxes collected
within the respective parishes, except for Orleans and East Baton Rouge parishes. The System also
receives revenue sharing funds each year as appropriated by the legislature. Tax monies and revenue
sharing monies are apportioned between Plan A and Plan B in proportion to the member’s
compensation. These additional sources of income are used as additional employer contributions and
are considered support from non-employer contributing entities. Non-employer contributions are
recognized as revenue in the amount of $2,643 and excluded from pension expense for the year ended
June 30, 2022.

Emplover Allocations:

The schedule of employer allocations reports the historical employer contributions, in addition
to the employer allocation percentage for each participating employer. The historical employer
contributions are used to determine the proportionate relationship of each employer to all employers of
the Parochial Employees’ Retirement System of Louisiana. The employer’s proportion was
determined on a basis that is consistent with the manner in which contributions to the pension plan are
determined. The allocation percentages were used in calculating each employer’s proportionate share
of pension amounts.

The allocation method used in determining each employer’s proportion was based on each
employer’s contributions to the plan during the fiscal year ended December 31, 2021 as compared to
the total of all employers’ contributions received by the plan during the fiscal year ended December
31,2021,

Pension Liabilities. Pension Expense, Deferred Outflows of Resources. and Deferred Inflows of
Resources Related to Pensions:

At June 30, 2022, the Public Defender’s Office reported an asset of $150,509 for its
proportionate share of the net pension asset. The net pension asset was measured as of December 31,
2021 and the total pension asset used to calculate the net pension asset was determined by an actuarial
valuation as of that date. The Public Defender’s Office’s proportion of the net pension asset was based
on a projection of the Public Defender’s Office’s long-term share of contributions to the pension plan
relative fo the projected contributions of all participating employers, actuarially determined. At
December 31, 2021, the Public Defender’s Office’s proportion was 0.031952%, which was an increase
of .000697% from its proportion measured as of December 31, 2020.
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For the year ended June 30, 2022, the Public Defender’s Office recognized pension revenue of
$24,106 plus employer’s amortization of change in proportionate share and differences between

employer contributions and proportionate share of contributions of $493.

At June 30, 2022, the Public Defender’s Office reported deferred outflows of resources and
deferred inflows of resources related to pensions from the following sources:

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Actuarial Assumptions:

The net pension liability was measured as the portion of the present value of projected benefit
payments to be provided through the pension plan to current active and inactive employees that is
attributed to those employees’ past periods of service, less the amount of the pension plan’s fiduciary
net position.

Inflation Rate 2.30%

The discount rate used to measure the fotal pension liability was 6.40% for Plan A. The
projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumed that contributions from plan
members will be made at the current contribution rates and that contributions from participating
employers and non-employer contributing entities will be made at the actuarially determined
contribution rates, which are calculated in accordance with relevant statutes and approved by the
Board of Trustees and the Public Retirement Systems’ Actuarial Committee. Based on those
assumptions, the System’s fiduciary net position was projected to be available to make all projected
future benefit payments of current plan members. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on
pension plan investments was applied to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine the
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total pension liability.

The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was determined using a
triangulation method which integrated the capital asset pricing model (top-down), a treasury yield
curve approach (bottom-up) and an equity building-block model (bottom-up). Risk return and
correlations are projected on a forward looking basis in equilibrium, in which best estimates of
expected future real rates of return (expected returns, net of pension plan investment expense and
inflation) are developed for each major asset class. These rates are combined to produce the long-term
expected rate of return by weighting the expected future real rates of return by the target asset
allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation of 2.10% and an adjustment for the effect of
rebalancing/diversification. The resulting expected long-term rate of return is 7.00% for the year
ended December 31, 2021,

The mortality rate assumption used was set based upon an experience study performed on plan
data for the period January 1, 2013 through December 31, 2017. The data was assigned credibility
weighting and combined with a standard table to produce current levels of mortality. As a result of
this study, mortality for employees was set equal to the Pub-2010 Public Retirement Plans Mortality
Table for General Employees multiplied by 130% for males and 125% for females, each with full
generational projection using the MP2018 scale. In addition, mortality for annuitants and beneficiaries
was set equal to the Pub-2010 Public Retirement Plans Mortality Table for Healthy Retirees multiplied
by 130% for males and 125% for females, each with full generational projection using the MP2018
scale. For Disabled annuitants mortality was set equal to the Pub-2010 Public Retirement Plans
Mortality Table for General Disabled Retirees multiplied by 130% for males and 125% for females,
each with full generational projection using the MP2018 scale.

The changes in the net pension liability/(asset) for the year ended December 31, 2021 were
recognized in the current reporting period as pension expense except as follows:

Differences between cxpected and actual experience: Differences between expected
and actual experience with regard to economic or demographic factors in the
measurement of the total pension liability/(asset) were recognized in pension expense
using the straight-line amortization method over a closed period equal to the average
of the expected remaining service lives of all employees that are provided with
pensions through the pension plan. The difference between expected and actual
resulted in a deferred outflow of resources in the amouni of $9,093 and a deferred
inflow of resources in the amount of $10,908 for the year ended June 30, 2022.

Changes of assumptions or other inputs: Changes of assumptions about future
economic or demographic factors or other inputs were recognized in pension expense
using the straight-line amortization method over a closed period equal to the average
of the expected remaining service lives of all employees that are provided with
pensions through the pension plan. Changes of assumptions or other inputs resulted in
a deferred outflow of resources in the amount of $7,849 for the year ended June 30,
2022.

Differences between projected and actual investment earnings: Differences between
projected and actual investment earnings on pension plan investments were recognized
in pension expense using the straight-line amortization method over a closed five-year
period. The difference between projected an actual investment earnings resulted in a
deferred inflow of resources in the amount of $130,187 for the year ended June 30,
2022.

Change in proportion: Changes in the employers’ proportionate shares of the
collective net pension liability/(asset) and collective deferred outflows of resources
and deferred inflows of resources since the prior measurement date were recognized in
employers’ pension expense (benefit} using the straight-line amortization methed over
a closed period equal to the average of the expected remaining service lives of all
employees that are provided pensions through the pension plan. The change in
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proportion resulted in a deferred outflow of resources in the amount of $5,646 and a
deferred inflow of resources in the amount of $1,895 for the year ended June 30, 2022.

Confributions — Proportionate Share:

Differences between contributions remitted to the System and the employers’ proportionate
share are recognized in pension expense (benefit) using the straight-line amortization method over a
closed period equal to the average of the expected remaining service lives of all employees that are
provided with a pension through the pension plan. The resulting deferred inflow/outflow and
amortization is not reflected in the schedule of employer amounts due to differences that could arise
between contributions reported by the System and confributions reported by the participating
employer.

Retirement System Audit Report:

The Parochial Employees’ Retirement System of Louisiana issued a stand-alone audit report
on its financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2021. Access to the audit report can be
found on the System’s website: www.persla.org, or on the Office of Louisiana Legislative Auditor’s
official website: www.lla.state.la.us.

Estimates:
The process of preparing the schedule of employer allocations and schedule of pension
amounts in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America

requires the use of estimates and assumptions regarding certain types of assets, liabilities, revenues,
and expenses. Accordingly, actual results may differ from estimated amounts.

Deferred Compensation Plan

The Public Defender’s Office offers its employees a deferred compensation plan created in
accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section 457. A third party, the State Mutual Life Assurance
Company of America, administers the plan. The plan, which is available to all employees, permits
employees to defer a portion of their salaries until future years. The deferred portion is not available to
employees until termination, retirement, death or unforeseeable emergency.

The deferred compensation liability and asset are equal to the total cash balances for each
participant’s account as of June 30, 2022. The Public Defender’s Office has no liability for losses
under the plan, but does have the duty and due care that would be required of an ordinary prudent
investor. The Public Defender’s Office intends to honor its moral obligation to the participants
implicit in the program. No Public Defender’s Office employees are participants in the plan.
