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Report Highlights

What We Found
Of the $457,622,294 in expense 
reimbursements we analyzed, we found 
that $52,432,743 (11.46%) were not 
supported by sufficient documentation at 
the time of our review. However,
GOHSEP management has directed staff 
to obtain the needed documentation prior 
to payment.

Of the total amount in expense 
reimbursements analyzed: 

•	 $44,677,301 (9.76%) was a 
result of exceptions related to 
contract work. 

•	 $1,151,567 (0.25%) was a result 
of exceptions related to sub- 
grantee equipment charges. 

•	 $3,169,522 (0.69%) was a result 
of exceptions related to sub- 
grantee labor charges. 

•	 $3,417,476 (0.75%) was a 
result of exceptions related to 
purchases of materials. 

•	 $16,877 (< 0.01%) was a result 
of exceptions related to rented 
equipment.
