MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

As management of the District, we offer readers of the LaSalle Sewage District No. 1’s financial
statements, this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the District for the fiscal year
ended December 31, 2020. We encourage readers to consider the mmformation presented here in
conjunction with the District’s audited financial statements.

The Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) is an element of the new reporting model adopted
by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) 1in their Statement No. 34 Basic Financial
Statements — and Management’s Discussion and Analysis — for State and Local Governments issued June
1999. Certain comparative information between the current year and the prior year is required to be
presented in the MD&A.

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

The assets of the District exceeded its liabilities at the close of the most recent fiscal year by $1,035,507
(net position).

The District had total revenue of $381,709 in its enterprise fund, including interest income of $3,018.

Expenses totaled $360,478, including depreciation expense in the amount of $74,814, which is a non-cash
transaction.

The change in net position of the enterprise fund was $21,231.

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

This discussion and analysis 1s intended to serve as an introduction to the District’s basic financial
statements. The District’s basic financial statements consist of two components: 1) fund financial
statements, and 2) notes to the financial statements. This report also contains other supplementary
mformation in addition to the basic financial statements themselves. The District is a special-purpose
entity engaged in business-type and governmental activities. Accordingly, only fund financial statements
are presented as the basic financial statements.

Effective, December 31, 2004, the District adopted Governmental Accounting Standards (GASB)
Statement No. 34, Basic Financial Statements — Management’s Discussion and Analysis — for State and
Local Governments.

NOTES TO THE BASIC FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

LaSalle Sewerage District No. | was created by the LaSalle Parish Police Jury, as authorized by Louisiana
Revised Statute 33:4562. The Sewerage District is administered by a board of five commissioners who
are appointed by the LaSalle Parish Police Jury. The district owns and operates sewerage facilities and
engages i activities designed to provide sewerage disposal to the Trout, Goodpine, and Midway
Communities.

For financial reporting purposes the District is a component unit of the LaSalle Parish Police Jury, the
governing body of the parish. The accompanying financial statements present financial information only
on the funds and account groups maintained by LaSalle Sewerage District No. 1 and do not present
information on the Police Jury and the general government services provided by that governmental unit
or any of its other component units.

A, GOVERNMENT-WIDE & FUND FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The government-wide financial statements (1.e., the Statement of Net Position and the Statement of
Changes in Net Position) report information on all of the nonfiduciary activities of the primary government
and its component units. For the most part, the effect of nterfund activity has been removed from these
statements. Governmental activities, which normally are supported by taxes and intergovernmental
revenues, are reported separately from business-type activities, which rely to a significant extent on fees
and charges for support. Likewise, the primary government is reported separately from certain legally
separate component units for which the primary government is financially accountable.

Separate financial statements are provided for governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds,
even though the latter are excluded from the government-wide financial statements. Major individual
governmental funds and major individual enterprise funds are reported as separate columns in the fund
financial statements.

B. MEASUREMENT FOCUS, BASIS OF ACCOUNTING, & FINANCIAL STATEMENT PRESENTATION

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources measurement focus
and the accrual basis of accounting, as are the proprietary fund and fiduciary fund financial statements.
Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded when a liability is incurred, regardless of
the timing of related cash flows. Property taxes are recognized as revenues m the year for which they are
levied. Grants and similar items are recognized as revenue as soon as all eligibility requirements imposed
by the provider have been met.

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources measurement
focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are recognized as soon as they are both
measurable and available. Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible within the
current period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. For this purpose, the
government considers revenues to be available 1f they are collected within 60 days of the end of the current
fiscal period. Expenditures generally are recorded when a liability 1s incurred, as under accrual accounting.
However, debt service expenditures, as well as expenditures related to compensated absences and claims
and judgments, are recorded only when payment is due.

Property taxes, franchise taxes, licenses, and interest associated with the current fiscal period are all
considered to be susceptible to accrual and so have been recognized as revenues of the current fiscal
period. All other revenue items are considered to be measurable and available only when cash 1s received
by the government.

The municipality reports the following major proprietary funds:

¢ Sewer Fund — The Enterprise Fund is the municipality’s primary operating tund. It accounts
for all financial resources of the general government, except those required to be accounted
for in another fund.

As a general rule the effect of interfund activity has been eliminated from the government-wide financial
statements. Exceptions to this general rule are payments-in-lieu of taxes and other charges between the
government’s enterprise operations. Elimination of these charges would distort the direct costs and
program revenues reported for the various functions concerned.

Amounts reported as program revenues include 1) charges to customers or applicants for goods, services,
or privileges provided, 2) operating grants and contributions, and 3) capital grants and contributions,
mcluding special assessments. Internally dedicated resources are reported as general revenues rather than
as program revenues. Likewise, general revenues include all taxes.

Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items. Operating
revenues and expenses generally result from providing services and producing and delivering goods 1n
connection with a proprietary fund’s principal ongoing operations. Principal operating revenues are utility
billings. Operating expenses for enterprise funds include the cost of sales and services, administrative
expenses, and depreciation on capital assets. All revenues and expenses not meeting this definition are
reported as nonoperating revenues and expenses.

C. EQUITY CLASSIFICATIONS

In the government-wide financial statements, equity 1s classified as Net Position and displayed in three
components as applicable. The components are as follows:

Net Investment in Capital Assets - Capital assets including restricted capital assets, when applicable, net
of accumulated depreciation.

Restricted Net Position - Net position with constraints placed on their use either by (1) external groups
such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of other governments or (2) law through
constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Unrestricted Net Position - All other net position that does not meet the definition of “restricted” or “net
mvestment” in capital assets.

When an expense 1s incurred for the purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted net position 1s
available, management applies restricted resources first. The policy concerning which to apply first varies
with the intended use and legal requirements. The decision is typically made by management at the
incurrence of the expense.

D. CASH & INVESTMENTS — (C.D.’s IN EXCESS OF 90 DAYS)

Custodial Credit Risk

Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that, in the event of the failure of a depository financial
mstitution, the government will not be able to recover its deposits. Under state law, these deposits (or the
resulting bank balances) must be secured by federal deposit msurance or the pledge of securities owned
by the fiscal agent bank. The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit insurance
must at all times equal the amount on deposit with the fiscal agent.

These securities are held in the name of the pledging fiscal agent bank in a holding or custodial bank that
s mutually acceptable to both parties.

Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1229 imposes a statutory requirement on the custodial bank to advertise and
sell the pledged securities within 10 days of being notified by the Entity that the fiscal agent bank has
failed to pay deposit funds upon demand. Further, Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1224 states that securities
held by a third party shall be deemed to be held in the Entity’s name.

Deposits

It is the District’s policy for deposits to be 100% secured by collateral at market or par, whichever is lower,
less the amount of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation insurance. The District’s deposits are
categorized to give an indication of the level of risk assumed by the District at year end. The categories
are describes as follows:

e Category 1 — Insured or collateralized with securities held by the District or by its agent in the
District’s name.

e Category 2 — Collateralized with securities held by the pledging financial institution’s trust
department or agent in the District’s name.
e Category 3 — Uncollateralized.

For purposes of the Statement of Net Position, cash and interest-bearing deposits include all demand
accounts, savings accounts, and certificates of deposit of LaSalle Parish Sewerage District 1. For the
purpose of the proprietary fund Statement of Cash Flows, “Cash and Cash Equivalents” include all
demand savings accounts and certificates of deposit under 90 days

E. INVENTORIES

Inventories of materials and supplies are considered to be expenditures at the time purchased. Amounts
on hand at the financial statement date are considered immaterial and therefore not included on the
statements of assets and liabilities.

F. CAPITAL ASSETS
Capital assets, which include property, plant, equipment, and infrastructure assets, are reported in the

applicable columns in the basic financial statements. Capital assets are capitalized at historical cost. The
entity maintains a threshold level of $1,500 or more for capitalizing capital assets.
