Nntt1re of Activi ties - Louisiana Enhancing Aging with Dignity Through Empowerment & Respect (hereafter 
referred to as Lhe "Organization"), a Louisiana non-profit organization, is dom ici led in Baton Rouge, Louisiana. 
Its mission is education and research on elder care and culture change. The Organization provides a multiple day 
culture change workshop for health care providers including nursing home professional, nurses, nursing 
assistants, assisted living profess ionals, dietician professiona ls, acti vity professionals, senior center professionals, 
adult daycare professionals, social workers, owners, ombudsmen, and family members. 

In 2020, the Organization entered into two cooperative endeavor agreements (CEA) with the Louis iana Office of 
Aging and Adult Services. The CEAs called for the Organization to manage and administer the rei mbursement of 
eligible expenditures to nu rsing homes or corporations that own and/or manage nursing homes. The CEAs will 
run through June 30, 202 1. The Organization does not make any fees for th is arrangement other than 
reimbursc,nent fo r additiona l accounting services requ ired. 

The accounting policies of the Organization conform to accounting principles general ly accepted in the United 
States of America as appl icable to non-profit organizations. The s ignificant accounting policies are as fo llows: 

Method of Accounting - The financial statements of the Organization have been prepared on the accrual basis of 
accounting. 

Financial Statement Presentation - The Organization repo11s info1m ation regarding its financ ial pos1t1on and 
activities according to two classes of net assets: net assets without donor restrictions and net assets with donor 
restrictions, which are described as follows: 

Net Assets without Donor Restrictions are net assets that are not subject to donor-imposed restrictions and 
are available for use at the Organization's discretion. The only limits on the use of net assets without 
donor restrictions are the board limits resulting from the Organization, its operations, the purposes 
speci fied in lhe corporate documents and its applicaLion for tax-exempt status, and any limits resul ting 
from contractual agreements with creditors and others that are entered into in the course of operations. As 
of December 31, 2020, the Organization had net assets without donor restrictions of $193,893. 

Net Assets with Donor Restrictions are net assets subject to donor-imposed restrictions. Some donor­
imposed restrictions are temporary in nature, such as those that will be met by the passage of time or other 
events specified by the donor. When the donor' s restrictions arc sarisried, ei ther by using the resources in 
the manner speci tied by the donor or the passage o f I ime, the expiration of the restrict ion is repo11ed in the 
financial statements by reclassifying the net assets from net assets with donor res1ric11ons to net assets 
without donor restrictions. Other donor-imposed restrictions are perpetual in nature, such as those that the 
donor stipulates the resources be maintained in perpetuity. As of December 3 I, 2020, the Organization 
had no net assets with donor restrictions.

Revenue Recognition - Contributions received, including unconditional promises to give, are recorded as revenue 
when assets or donor's unconditional commitment is received. Conditional promises to give are recognized when 
the conditions on which they depend are substantially met. Contributions are considered increases in net assets 
with donor restrictions or net assets without donor restrictions, depending on the existence and nature of any 
donor restrictions. 

Contributions of property and equipment or cash restricted to acquisition of prope1ty and equipment are repo1ted 
as temporarily res tricted net assets if the donor has restricted the use of the property or equipment to a particular 
program. lf donors specify a length of time over which the property or equipment rnust be used, the restric1ions 
expire evenly over the required period. Absent that type of restriction For use, the Organization 
considers the restriction met when the assets are placed in service. 

For financial statement purposes, the Organization repo11s grants, programs and other revenue sources on the 
accrual basis of accounting. If a donor restriction applies, the amount is shown as net assets with donor 
restrictions. When the donor restriction expires, that is, when the stipulated restriction ends by payments or the 
passage of time, the amount of the tern porarily restricted net assets wiLh donor restrictions are reclassified Lo nel 
assets without donor restrictions and reported in the statement of activities as net assets released from restrictions. 
Donor restricted reimbursements whose restrictions are met in the same reporting period a re typically repo1t cd as 
unrestricted support. 

Cash and Cash Equivalents - For purposes of the statements of cash flows, the Organization considers all, 
restricted and unrestricted, highly liquid investments available for current use with an initial maturity of three 
months or less to be cash equivalents. 

Grants Receivables - Grants receivable are stated at net realizable value. The Organization maintains a llowances 
for doubtful accounts for estimated losses resulting from the inability of its grantors to make required payments. 
Because collection is expected at l 00%, an allowance for doubtful accounts has not been estimated in the current 
year. 

Property and Equipment - Donations o f property and equipment are recorded as support at their estimated fair 
value. Such donations are reported as net assets without donor restrictions unless the donor has restricted the 
donated assets to a specific purpose. Assets donated with explicit restrictions regarding their use and contributions 
of cash that must be used to acquire property and equ ipment are rcpor1cd as net assets w ith donor restrictions. 
Property and equi pment purchased by the Organization is recorded a1 cost. They are depreciated using the 
s traight-I ine method over the estimated usefu I I ives of the assets ( I 0-25 years for buildings; J-7 years for 
equipmenl/fumiture). Capita l assets with an origina l cost o f $2,500 or grea1er are cap italized . Curren tly the 
Organization has no property and equipment. 

Contributions - Contributions received are recorded as unrestricted, temporarily restricted or permanently 
reslricled s upport depending on the existence and/or nature of any donor restrictions. Net assets with donor 
restrictions are reclassified lo net assets without donor rest rictions upon satisfactio n of the time o r j - ·1 '§~ of the 
restr iction. tr n contributions' restriction is met in the same reporting period the contributions w~~ cc ilfd, the 
suppo11 is class ified ns nel assets w ithout donor rest rictions.

NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SlGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES {CONTINUED) 
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Donated Goods and Services - No amounts have been reflec ted in lhe financ ial statements for donated goods or 
serv ices. The Organizatio n generally pays for services requiring specific expertise. 

Advert ising Expense - Advertising costs are expensed as incurred. The Organization paid $2,019 for advertising 
for the year ended December 31, 2020. 

Functio nal A llocation of Expenses - The costs of providing the program and su ppo1ting services of the 
Organization have been summarized on a functional basis in the statements of activities. Accordingly, certain 
costs have been allocated among the programs and supporting services benefited. This a llocation is summarized 
in the statement of functional expenses. 

lncome Tax.es - The Organization is a not-for-profit organization that is exempt from income taxes under Section 
50 1 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Accordingly, no liabili ty or expense has been recorded in the 
accompanyi ng financial statements. However, income from cettain activities not directly related to the 
Organization ' s tax-exempt purpose is subject to taxation as unrelated business taxable income (UBTI). In 
addition, the Organization qualifies for the charitable deduction under Section I 70(b )( I )(A) and has been 
classified as an organization other than a private foundation under Section 509(a)(2). 

The Organization may recognize the tax benefit from a tax position only if it is more likely than not that the tax 
pos ition will be sustained on examination by taxing authorities based o n the technical merits of the position . 
Examples of tax positions inc lude the tax-exem pt status of the Organization and various positions related to the 
porentia l sources of UBJT. The Organiza tion has analyzed its tax position taken for filin gs w ith the Internal 
Revenues Service. The Organiz1ition believes that its income lax filing positio ns will be sustained upon 
examination and does not a ntic ipate any adjustments that would result in a material adverse effect on the 
Organizatio n's financial condition, results of operations, or cash flows. 

Estimates - Management uses estimates and assumptions in preparing the fin anc ial statements. Those estimates 
and assumptions affect the repo1ted amounts of assets and li ab ilities, the disclosure of contingent assets and 
liabilities, and the repo1ted revenues and expenses. On an ongoing basis, management evaluates the estimates and 
assumptions based o n new information. Manageme nt believes the estimates and assumptions are reasonable in the 
c ircumstances; however, actual results could differ from those estimates.

Based o n that evaluatio n, if it were more U, an 50% probable that 
a ma terial amount of income t a.'< wou ld be imposed at the entity level upon exam in ation by the relevant taxing 
authori ties, a liability wou ld be recognized in the accompanying statement of fi nancial positio n along with any 
in teres t and penalties that would result from thm assessment. Should any such penalties and interest be incurred, 
the O rgan ization's policy would be to recognize them as operating expense. Further, no interes t or pena lties have 
been accrued or charged to expense as of December 3 1. 2020 or for the year then ended. 

The Organization's income tax returns are subj ect to examination by taxing authorities for a period of three years 
rrom the date they arc filed. As o f December 31, 2020, tax. reLurns for 2018, 2019 and 2020 are subjecl co 
examination. 

NOTE 6: S UBSEQUENT EVENTS 

The Organization has evaluated all subsequent events through July 30, 2021, the date the financia l statements 
were available to be issued. 

The Organization ' s o perations may be a ffected by the recent and outgoing outbreak of the coronavirus disease 
2019 (COVID- 19) which was declared a pandemic by the World Health Organization in March 2020. The 
ultimate disruptio n which may be caused by the outbreak is uncertain; however, it may n::su lt in a material adverse 
imp~ct on the Organization 's fina ncial position, operations and cash flows. Currently al l activities of the 
organizatio n arc bei ng hosted virtua!Jy. Additional possible eftects may include, but are not limited to, disruption 
to the Organization's revenues.
