Opinions

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the
aggregate remaining fund information of the East Feliciana Parish Assessor, a component unit of the East Feliciana
Parish Police Jury, as of and for the year ended December 31, 2023, and the related notes to the financial
statements, which collectively comprise East Feliciana Parish Assessor's basic financial statements as listed in the

table of contents.

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective
financial position of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of
the East Feliciana Parish Assessor, as of December 31, 2023, and the respective changes in financial position for
the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

Basis for Opinions

We conducted cur audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United State of America
and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the
Comptroller General of the United States. Qur responsibilities under those standards are further described in the
Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are required io be
independent of the East Feliciana Parish Assesseor and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in accordance with
the relevant ethical requirements relating to our audit. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is
sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinions.

Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes the design, implementation,
and maintenance of internal control reievant to the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements that
are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or errar.

In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are conditions or events,
considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the East Felictana Parish Assessor's ability to
continue as a going concern for twelve months beyond the financial staternent date, including any currently known
information that may raise substantial doubt shorily thereafter.



Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are fre_e _from
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor's report that includes our opinions.
Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee
that an audit conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards and Govemment Auditing
Standards will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement
resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional
omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

We are required fo communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among cother matters, the planned
scope and timing of the audit, significant audit findings, and certain internal control-related matters that we identified
during the audit.

Required Supplementary Information

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the management's discussion
and analysis and budgetary comparison information be presented to supplement the basic financial statements. Such
information is the responsibility of management and, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required
by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board, who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting for
placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied
certain limited procedures to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inguiries of management about the methods of
preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with management's responses fo our
inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial
statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the limited
procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.

Supplementary Information

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively comprise the
East Feliciana Parish Assessor's basic financial statements. The aother supplementary information listed in the table of
contents are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial
statements.



The schedule of compensation, benefits & other payments fo agency head is the responsibility of management and
was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic
financial statements. Such information has been subjected fo the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic
financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly
to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financial
statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
the United States of America. In our opinion, based on our audit and other procedures performed as described above,
the supplementary information is fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation o the basic financial statements as a
whole.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have issued a report dated June 21, 2024, on our
consideration of the East Feliciana Parish Assessor's internal control over financial reporting and on our tests of its
compliance with cerfain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements and other matters. The
purpose of that report is to describe the scope of our testing of internal control over financial reporting and compliance
and the results of that testing, and not provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the Assessor's internal control over
financial reporting or on compliance.

This section of the East Feliciana Parish Assessor's annual financial report presents our
discussion and analysis of the East Feliciana Parish Assessor's financial performance
during the fiscal year ended on December 31, 2023. Please read it in conjunction with
the East Feliciana Parish Assessor’s financial statements, which follow this section.

PAST ACCOMPLISHMENTS

During 2023, the East Feliciana Parish Assessor had the following:

. Our Assessor, Jeff Gardner, served as the President of the Louisiana
Assessors’ Association.

. Our Deputy Assessors continued to work towards and keep their IAAQ
certifications.

. Our office has nine full-time employees, including the Assessor, of which

seven have 10+ years of employment.

QVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

This annual report consists of four parts - management’s discussion and analysis (this
section), the basic financial statements, required supplementary information, and an
optional section that presents combining statements for non major governmental funds
and internal service funds. The basic financial statements include two kinds of
statements that present different views of the Assessor:

. The first two statements are government-wide financial statements that
provide both long-term and short-term information about the Assessor's
overall financial status.

. The remaining statements are fund financial statements that focus on
individual parts of the Assessor government, reporting the Assessor's
operations in more detail than the government-wide staiements.

. The governmental funds statements tell how general government services
were financed in the short term as well as what remains for future
spending.

The financial statements also include notes that explain some of the information in the
financial statements and provide more detailed data. The statements are followed by a
section of required supplementary information that further explains and supports the
information in the financial statements. Figure A-1 shows how the required parts of this

annual report are arranged and relate o one another. In addition to these required
elements, we have included a section with combined statements that provide details
about our non-major governmental funds and internal service funds, each of which are
added together and presented in single columns in the basic financial statements.

Government-wide Statements

The government-wide statements report information about the Assessor as a whole
using accounting methods similar fo those used by private-sector companies. The
statement of the net assets includes all of the government's assets and liabilities. All of
the current year's revenues and expenses are accounted for in the statement of
activities, regardless of when cash is received or paid.

The two governmeni-wide statements report the Assessor’'s net assets and how they
have changed. Net assets, the difference between the Assessor’s assets and liabilities,
is one way to measure the Assessor's financial position.

. Over time, increases or decreases in Assessor's net asseis are an
indicator of whether its financial health is improving or deteriorating.

. To assess the overall financial health of the Assessor one needs to
consider additional financial factors such as changes in the finances of the
State of Louisiana and the parish of East Feliciana.

The government-wide financial statements of the Assessor consist of;

. Governmental activities - all of the Assessor's basic services are included
here, such as the program, and general administration.

Fund Financial Statements

The fund financial statements provide more detailed information about the Assessor's
most significant funds, not the Assessor as a whole. Funds are accounting devices that
the Assessor uses to keep track of specific sources of funding and spending for
particular purposes.

Some funds are required by State law.

Governmental funds - Most of the Assessor's basic services are included
in the governmental funds, which focus on: (1) how the other financial
assets can readily be converted to cash flow in and out, and (2) the
balances left at year-end that are available for spending. Consequently,
the governmental funds statements provide a detailed short-term view that
helps cne determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources
that can be spent in the near future to finance the Assessor's programs.
Because this information does not encompass the additional long-term
focus of the government-wide statements, we are providing additional
information at the bottom of the governmental funds statement, or on the
subseqguent page, that explains the relationship (or differences) between

them.

INTRODUCTION

As provided by Article VII, Section 24 of the Louisiana Constitution of 1974, the Assessor is elected by the
voters of the parish and serves a four-year term. The Assessor assesses all real and movable property in
the parish, subject to ad valorem taxation. The Assessor is authorized to appoint as many deputies as may
be necessary for the efficient operation of the office and provide assistance to the taxpayers of the parish.
The deputies are authorized to perform all functions of the office, but the Assessor Is officially and
pecuniarily responsible for the actions of the deputies.

The Assessor's office is located in Clinton, Louisiana. For the year 2023, the Assessor employed nine full-
time employees, including one deputy and the Assessor. In accordance with Louisiana law, the Assessor
bases real and movable property assessments on conditions existing on January 1, of the tax year. The
Assessor completes an assessment listing by May 1, of the tax year and submits the list to the parish
governing authority and the Louisiana Tax Commission, as prescribed by law. Once the assessment listing
is approved, the Assessor submits the assessment roll to the parish tax collector, who is responsible for the
collection and distribution of taxes to the various taxing bodies.

NOTE #1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. BASIS OF PRESENTATION

The accompanying hasic financial statements of the East Feliciana Parish Assessor have been
prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles accepted in the United States
of America. The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Is the accepted standard
setting body for established governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The
accompanying basic financial statements have been prepared in conformity with GASB Statement
34, Basic Financial Statements and Management Discussion and Analysis for the State and Local
Governments, issued In June 1999.

B. REPORTING ENTITY

The Assessor is a “primary govemment” as defined in GASE pronouncements, since the Assessor
has the power to designate management, the ability to significantly influence operations of his office
{(which includes the hiring or retention of employees, authority over budgeting, respansibility for
deficits, and the receipt and disbursements of funds), and primary accountability for fiscal matters.
The Assessor has no component units.

The accompanying financial statements present information only on the funds of the Assessor and
do not present information on the police jury, the general government services provided by the
governmental unit, or the other governmental units that comprise the financial reporting entity.

C. FUND ACCOUNTING

The Assessor uses funds to maintain its financial records during the year. Fund accounting is
designed to demonsirate legal compliance and to aid management by segregating transactions
related o certain tax assessment functions and activities. A fund is defined as a separate
accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts.

Government Funds

Governmental funds account for most of the Assessor's general activities. These funds focus on the
sources, uses and balances of current financial resources. Expendable assets are assigned to the
various governmental funds according to the purposes for which they may be used. Current

liabilities are assigned to the fund from which they will be paid. The difference between a

governmental fund's assets and liabilities is repored as fund balance. In general, fund balance
represents the accumulated expendable resources which may be used to finance future period
programs or operations of the Assessor. The following are the Assessor's governmental funds:

General Fund

The general fund, as provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 13:781, as the principal fund of the
Assessor and is used to account for the operations of the Assessor's office. The various fees and
charges due to the Assessor's office are accounted for in this fund. General operating expenditures
are paid from this fund.

D. MEASUREMENT FOCUS
Fund Financial Statements (FFS)

The amounts reflected in the General Fund in the Balance Sheet (Statement C) and the Statement
of Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balance (Statement E) are accounted for using a
current financial resources measurement focus. With this measurement focus, only current assets
and current liabilities are generally included on the balance sheet. The statement of revenues,
expenditures, and changes in fund balance reports on the sources (i.e., revenues and other
financing sources) and uses (i.e., expenditures and other financing usas) of current financial
resources. This approach is then reconciled, through adjustment, io a government-wide view of the
Assessor's operations.

The amounts reflected in the General Fund in the Balance Sheet (Statement C) and the Statement
of Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balance {Statement E) use the modified accrual
basis of accounting. Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when
susceptible to accrual (i.e., when they become both measurable and available). Measurable means
the amount of the transaction can be determined and available means collectable within the current
period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. The Assessor considers all
revenues available if they are collected within 60 days after the fiscal year end. Expenditures are
recorded when the related fund liability is incurred, except for interest and principal payments on
general long-term debt which is recognized when due, and certain compensated absences and
claims and judgments which are recognized when the obligations are expected to be liquidated with
expendable available financial resources. The governmental funds use the following practices in
recording revenues and expenditures:

Revenues

Ad valorem taxes are budgeted and recorded in the year the taxes are levied and billed. Ad valorem
taxes are assessed oh a calendar year basis, become due when the tax roll is filed with the recorder
of mortgages and become delinquent on January 1% of the following year. Ad valorem taxes are
generally collected in November and December of the current year and January and February of the
ensuing year.

Other intergovernmental revenues and charges for services are recorded when the Assessor is
entitled fo the funds.

Interest income on demand depoesits is recorded monthly when the interest is earned and credited to
the account.

Expenditures

Expenditures are generally recognized under the modified accrual basis of accounting when the
related fund liability is incurred. Purchases of various operating supplies are regarded as
expenditures at the time of purchase.

Government-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS)

The Statement of Net Position (Statement A) and the Statement of Activities (Statement B) display
information about the reporting government as a whole. These statements include all the financial
activities of the assessor. Information contained in these statements reflect the economic resources
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses,
assets and liabilities resulting from exchange or exchange-like transactions are recognized when the
exchange occurs (regardless of when cash is received or disbursed). Revenues, expenses, gains,
losses, assets and liabilities resulting from non-exchange transactions are recognized in accordance
with the requirements for GASB Statement No. 33, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Non-
exchange Transactions.

The statement of activities presents a compariscn between direct expenses and program reventes
for the Assessor's governmental activities. Direct expenses are those that are speclfically
associated with a program or function and, therefore are clearly identifiable to a particular function.
Program revenues include fees and charges paid by the racipients of services offered by the
Assessor, and grants and contributions for services offered by the Assessor. Revenues that are not
classified as program revenues, including all taxes, are presented as general revenues.

Reconcilliation

A reconciliation of the items reflected in the Government-wide Financial Statements and the Fund
Financial Statements is presented in Statement D which reconciles the Balance Sheet to the
Statement of Net Position and Statement F which reconciles the Statement of Revenues,
Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balance to the Statement of Activities.

E. BUDGETS

The Assessar used the following budget practices:

1. The Assessor prepares a general fund budget, on the modified accrual basis of accounting,
at the beginning of each year based upon expenditures and anticipated revenues for the
budget year.

2. A summary of the proposed budget is published and the public notified that the proposed

budget is available for public inspection. At the same time, a public hearing is called.

3. A public hearing is held on the proposed budget at least ten days after publication of the call
for the hearing.

4, Atfter the holding of the public hearing and completion of all action necessary to finalize and
implement the budget, the budget is legally adopted prior to the commencement of the fiscal
year for which the budget is being adopted.

5. All annual appropriations lapse at fiscal year end.

B. The budget is adopted on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principles
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(GAAP). Budgeted amounts are as originally adopted or as finally amended by the
Assessor. Such amendments were not material in relation fo the original appropriations.

E. CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

Cash and cash equivalents include amounts in demand deposits, interest-bearing demand deposits,
and time deposits. They are stated at cost which approximates market.

G. INTEREST-BEARING DEPOSITS

Under state law, the Assessor may deposit funds in demand deposits, interest-bearing demand
deposits, or time deposits with state banks organized under Louisiana law or any other state of the
United States, or under the laws of the United States. Investments are limited by the Louisiana
Revised Statute (R.S.) 33:2955 and the Assessor's investment policy. The Assessor may invest in
United States bonds, treasury notes and bills, government backed agency securities, or certificates

and time deposits.

H. CAPITAL ASSETS

Capital assets are capitalized at historical cost or estimated cost, if historical cost is not available.
Donated assets are recorded as capital assets at their estimated fair market value at the date of
donation. The Assessar maintains a threshold level of $500 or more for capitalizing capital assets.

Capital assets are reported in the Statement of Net Assets and the Statement of Activities. Since
surplus assets are sold for an immaterial amount when declared no longer needed for public
purposes by the assessor, no salvage value is taken into consideration for depreciation purposes.
All capital assets are depreciated using the straight-line method over the following useful lives:

[. COMPENSATED ABSENCES

The assessor has the following policy relating to vacation and sick leave: employees earn from one
to four weeks of vacation leave each year depending on length of service. Vacation leave cannot be
accumulated. Employees are allowed seven days leave per year which cannot be accumulated. At
December 31, 2023, there are no accumulated and vested benefits that require disclosure to
conform to generally accepfed accounting principles.

J. RESTRICTED ASSETS

For government-wide statement of net position, net position is reported as restricted when
constraints placed on the asset use are either externally imposed by creditors, grantors,
contributors, or laws or regulations of other governments; and imposed by law through constitutional
provisions or enabling legislation. The Assesscr had no restrictions on assets as of December 31,

2023,
K. FUND EQUITY

In the fund financial statements, the governmental fund reports reservations of fund balance for
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amounts that are not available for appropriation or are legally restricted by outside parties for use for
a specific purpose. Any designations of fund balance represent tentative management plans that

are subject to change.
L. USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States of America require management to make estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the
date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues, expenditures, and expenses
during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

NOTE # 2 LEVIED TAXES

Pursuant to Act 174 of 1990, Louisiana State Statue 47:1925.2 created a special revenue
assessment district to provide ad valorem tax revenue to fund the Assessor's office.

Ad valorem taxes attach as an enforceable lien on property as of January 1 of each year. During the
current fiscal year, taxes were levied in May and billed to the taxpayers by the East Feliciana Parish
Assessor in October. Billed taxes are due by December 31, becoming delinquent on January 1 of
the following year.

The taxes are based on assessed values determined by the East Feliciana Parish Tax Assessor and
are collected by the East Felictana Parish Sheriff and Tax Collector.

Ad valorem taxes are budgeted and recorded in the year levied and billed. For the year ended
December 31, 2023, special assessment district taxes were levied at the rate of 6.39 mills on
property. Total special assessment district taxes levied during 2023 was $2,443 426.

NOTE#3 CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

At December 31, 2023, the Assessor has cash and cash equivalents (book balance) totaling
$77,081 in interest-bearing demand deposits.
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These deposits are stated at cost, which approximates market. Under state law, they must be
secured by federal deposit insurance or the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank.
The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit insurance must at all times equal
the amount on deposit with the fiscal agent. These securities are held in the name of the pledging
fiscal agent bank in a holding, or custodial bank that is mutually acceptable to both parties

At December 31, 2023, $77,081 of the Assessor's cash and cash equivalents were secured from
custodial credit risk by the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank.

Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1229 imposes a statutory requirement on the custodial bank to
advertise and sell the pledged securities within 10 days of being notified by the Assessor that the
fiscal agent has failed to pay deposited funds upon demand.

NOTE # 4 INVESTMENTS

At December 31, 2023, the Assessor had investments of $242,760 that were time cerdificates of
deposit with maturity dates greater than 80 days. These deposits are stated at cost, which
approximates market. Under state law, these deposits, and the resulting bank balances, must be
secured by federal deposit insurance or the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal agent bank.
The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit insurance must at all times equal
the amount of deposit with the fiscal agent bank. These securities are held in the name of the
pledging fiscal agent bank in a holding or custodial hank that is mufually acceptable to both parties.
All deposits were covered by FDIC insurance for 2023.

Pledged securities in Category 3 include uninsured or unregistered investments for which the
securities are held by the broker or dealer, or by its frust department or agent, butf not in the
Assessor's name. Even though the pledged securities are considered uncollateralized (Category 3),
Louisiana Revised Statue 39:1229 imposes a statutory requirement on the custodial bank to
advertise and sell the pledged securities within 10 days of being notified by the Assessor that the
fiscal agent has failed to pay deposited funds upen demand.

At December 31, 2023, the Assessor had $3,192,984 in investments in Louisiana Asset
Management Poaol, Inc. (LAMP), a local government investment pool. [n accordance with GASB
Cadification, the investment in LAMP is categorized in the three risk categories provided by GASB
Codification because the investment is in a pool of funds and, therefore, not evidenced by securities
that exist in physical or baok-entry form.

LAMP is administered by LAMP, Inc, a non-profit corporation organized under the laws of the State
of Louisiana. Only local government entities having contracted to participate in LAMP have an
investment interest in its pool of assets. The primary objective of LAMP is to provide a safe
environment for the placement of public funds in short-term, high-quality investments. The LAMP
partfolio includes only securities and other obligations in which local governments in Louisiana are
autharized to invest in accordance with RS 33:2955.

GASB Statement No 40, Deposit and Investment Risk Disclosure, requires disclosure of credit risk,
custodial credit risk, concentration of credit risk, interest rate risk, and foreign currency risk far all
public entity investments. LAMP is an investment pool that, to the extent practical, invests in a
manner consistent with GASB Statement No 79. The following facts are relevant for investment
poals:

e Credit Risk: LAMP is rated AAAmM by Standard & Poor's,
» Custodial Credit Risk: LAMP participants' investments in the pool are evidenced by
shares of the pool. Investments in poals should be disclosed, but not categorized
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because they are not evidenced by securities that exist in physical or book-entry
form. The public entity’s investment is with the pool, not the securities that make up
the pool; therefore, no disclosure is required.

» Interest Rate Risk: LAMP is designed to be highly liquid to give its participants
immediate access to thelr account balances. LAMP prepares its own interest rate
risk disclosure using the weighted average maturity (WAM) method. The WAM of
LAMP assets is restricted to not more than 60 days, and consists of no securities
with a maturity in excess of 397 days, or two years (762 days) for U.S. Government
floating / variable rate investments.

« Foreign Currency Risk: Not applicable.

NOTE # 7 PENSION PLAN

Substantially all employees of the East Feliciana Parish Assessor’s office are members of the
Louisiana Assessor’s Retirermnent System (System), a cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined
benefit pension plan, administered by a separate board of trustees.

Al full-time employees who are under the age of 80 at the time of original employment and are not
drawing retirement benefits from any other public retirement system in Louisiana are required to
participate in the System. Employees who retire at or after age 55 with at least 12 years of credited
service or at or after age 50 with at least 30 years of creditable service are entitied to a retirement
benefit, payable monthly for life, equal to 3 percent of their final-average salary for each year of
credited service, not to exceed 100 percent of their final-average salary. Final-average salary is the
employee's average salary over the 36 consecutive or joined months that produce the highest
average. Employees who terminate with at least 12 years of service and do not withdraw their
employee contributions may retire at or after age 55 and receive the benefit accrued to their date of
termination. The system also provides death and disability benefits. Benefits are established or
amended by state statue.

The System issues an annual publicly available financial report that includes financial statements
21

and required supplementary information for the System. That report may be obtained by writing to
the Louisiana Assessor's Retirement System, 3060 Valley Creek Road, Baton Rouge, Louisiana

70898, or by calling (225) 528-8886.

Plan members are required by state statute to contribute 8.0 percent of their annual covered salary
and the East Feliciana Parish Assessor is required to contribute at an actuarially determined rate.
The current rate was 8.0 percent of annual covered payroll. Contributions to the system include
one-fourth of one percent {one percent for Orleans Parish) of the taxes shown to be collectible by
the tax rolls of each parish, plus revenue sharing funds appropriated by the ilegistature. The
cantribution requirements of plan members and the East Feliciana Parish Assessor are established
and may be amended by state statute. As provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 11;103, the
employer contributions are determined by actuarial valuation and are subject to change each year
based on the resulis of the valuation for the prior fiscal year. The East Feliciana Parish Assessor's
confributions to the system for the years ending December 31, 2023, 2022, and 2021 were374,293,
$75,513, $84,997, respectively. The amounts are equal to the required contributions for each year.

Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Cutflows of Resources and Deferred
Inflows of Resources Related to Pensions-At December 31, 2023, the Assessor reported a
liability of $815,702 for its propertionate share of the net pension asset of the System. The net
pension asset was measured as of September 30, 2023 and the total pension asset used to
calculate the net pension asset was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date. The
Assessor's proportion of the net pension asset was based on a projection of the Assessor's
long-term share of contributions to the pension plan relative to the projected contributions of all
participating employers, actuarially determined. At September 30, 2023, the Assessor's
proportion was 1.256635%, which was a increase of 0.025247% from its proportion measured
as of September 30, 2022. For.the year ended December 31, 2023, the Assessor recognized
pension expense of $183,867 representing its proportionate share of the Syster's net expense,
including amortization of deferred amounts.

Discount Rate

The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was determined using a building-
block method in which hest-estimate ranges of expected future real rates of return (expected returns,
net of pension plan investment expenses and inflation) are developed for each major asset class.
These ranges are combined to produce the long-term expected rate of return by weighting the
expected future real rates of return by the target asset allocation percentage and by adding expected
inflation and an adjustment for the effect of rebalancing/diversification. Best estimates of arithmetic real
rates of return for each major asset class included in the pension plan's target asset allocation as of
September 30, 2023, are summarized in the following table.

The projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumes that contributions from plan
members will be made at the current contribution rates and that contributions from participating employers
will be made at the actuarially-determined contribution rates, which are calculated in accordance with relevant
statutes and approved by the Board of Trustees and the Public Retirement Systems' Actuarial Committee.
Based on these assumptions, the Fund's fiduciary net pasition was projected to be available to make all
projected future benefit payments of current plan members. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return
on pension plan investments was applied to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine the total

pension liability.

NOTE# 8 DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLAN

The East Feliciana Parish Assessor offers its employees participation in the State of Louisiana Public
Employees Deferred Compensation Plan adopted by the Louisiana Deferred Compensation Commission
and established in accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section 457. The plan, available to all
Assessor employees, permits the employee to defer a portion of their salary until future years. The
deferred compensation is not available to employees until termination, retirement, death, or proof of

hardship.
The assets of the plan are held in trust as described in IRC Section 457(g) for the exclusive benefit of the
participants and their beneficiaries. The custodian thereof for the exclusive benefit of the participants holds

the custodial account for the beneficiaries of the plan, and the assets may not be diverted to any other use.
The administration are agents of the employer for purposes of providing direction to the custodian account
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from time to time far investment of the funds held in the account, transfer of assets to or from the account,
and all other matters.

Complete disclosures relating to the ptan are included in the separately issued audit report for the plan,
available from the Louisiana Legislative Auditor, Post Office Box 94397, Baton Rouge, Louisiana 70804-

8397.

NOTE#9 OTHER POST-ENMPLOYMENT BENEFITS PLAN

The Assessor has implemented GASB Statement No. 74, Financial Reporting for Postemployment
Benefit Plans Other Thank Pension Plans and GASB Statement No. 75, Accounting and Financial
Reporting for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions, and the Assessor recognizes the cost
of post-employment benefits in the year when employee services are rendered, reparts the accumulated
liability from prior years, and provides information useful in assessing potential demands on the Assessor's
future cash flows. Changes in total OPEE liability are immediately recognized as OPEB expense on the
statement of activities or reported as deferred inflows / outfiows of resources depending on the nature of
the change.

Plan Description and Benefits Provided. The Assessor participates in a group defined health, dental
and life insurance benefit retirement plan administered by the insurance committee of the Louisiana
Assessors’ Association. Participation in the plan is authorized by the Assessor. The Plan provides lifetime
health, dental and life insurance for employees that retire at age fifty-five or older and at [east fwelve years
of full-time service, or employees that retire at less than fifty-five years old and at least thirty years of
service. The Assessor pays the cost of health, life, and dental insurance coverage for retirees. Refirees
pay cost associated with spouse and family coverage.

No
seftled claims from these risks have exceeded insurance coverage for the past three years. There are not
significant reductions in insurance coverage from coverage in the prior year.

NOTE TO BUDGETARY COMPARISON SCHEDULE

The proposed budget for the General Fund, prepared on the modified accrual basis of accounting, is
made available for public inspection at least fifteen days prior to the beginning of each fiscal year. The
budget is then legally adopted by the assessor and amended during the year, as necessary. The budget
is established and controlled by the assessor at the object level of expenditure. Appropriations lapse at
year-end and must be re-appropriated for the following year to be expended. All changes in the budget
must be approved by the assessor.
